DAYTON SUMMER REC PLAYING TIME POLICY
The DSR policy board has adopted a minimum playing time policy.  These guidelines are a minimum requirement and are not to be used as a baseline, or used unfairly.

The policy is as follows:

1.  Pixie/Pinto/Cadet/Mustang

Each player on the team must play at least two innings on defense.  All players will be in the batting lineup and stay in that sequence.  This rule applies to tournament games as well as regular season games.  For Pinto and Mustang, this is a county rule supported by DSR.  For Pixie and Cadet, this is a DSR policy.

2.  Junior/Bronco/Minor/Pony

Each player on the team must play at least two innings on defense in a regulation game.  If the game is suspended, for example 10 run rule or time limit, DSR strongly encourages the coach whose players did not get to play or did not get their required amount of innings played in the suspended game, to play in the next game.

3. Tournament Games

The DSR board recognizes that there are different levels of competition in our organization.  Playing time policy for tournament play will be a minimum of one inning on defense for all tournament games played, although DSR policy board strongly encourages all coaches to follow the regular season playing time policy in tournament games as well.

4. In General

We must remember that winning is not everything, and we need to focus on the self-esteem, sportsmanship and team work of the young men and women playing the game.  

All coaches are expected to follow the playing time policy.  Failure to do so may result in disciplinary action by the DSR board.

Coaches have a responsibility to follow the policy, but players also have a responsibility.  Players must adhere to the established team rules and attend practices and games to qualify for the playing time policy.

For example, a player who never, or seldom, attends practice may not get the same playing time as a player who does regularly attend and participate.  The decision of a player qualifying for the playing time policy will be at the discretion of the coach.  Coaches, if you are going to exercise an exception to the playing time policy, please notify your Director for approval and communicate to the player, and the player’s parents, your reasons for this decision.
