DSR PARENT & PLAYER CODE OF CONDUCT
AS A PLAYER I WILL:
· While wearing the DSR uniform or attending practices/games, conduct myself in a manner that is positive and respectful to the other team, my teammates, coaches, officials, fans and all individuals involved.

· I will not use profanity, physical violence or abusive language at any practices/ games.

· During practices and games, treat the coaches, assistants, and umpires in a respectful manner.

· Make a commitment to attend practices/games and adhere to the rules, as directed by the coaches.

· Respect equipment and playing sites and not destroy the site, steal, or leave a mess.

· Respect and adhere to TSC rules concerning tobacco, drugs and alcohol.

· I understand that my actions are subject to review by DSR, and may result in my dismissal from practices/games.

AS A PARENT I WILL:
· Be a positive example for my child and the players on my child’s team.

· Be courteous and respectful to all coaches, umpires, and other individuals involved in practices/games.

· I will not use profanity, physical violence or abusive language at any practices/ games.

· If I disagree with a call by any official associated with the game, I will do so in a manner that is respectful and reflects positively on my child, the team, the DSR program, and myself.

· Cheer for my child and the team in a manner that is positive and does not demean or put down the players or coaches of the opposing team.

· I will let the coaches coach and will not interfere with practices, or games.

· I expect an environment for my child that is free from drugs, tobacco and alcohol and will refrain from their use at all practices and games.

· I will do my best to ensure that my child will arrive to practice/games, on time, with the proper equipment, and protective gear.  If my child has to miss a practice/ game, I will inform the coach ahead of time.

· Encourage others to abide by these same standards.
