ADDITIONAL LEAGUE RULES & INFORMATION
· OPENING DAY: Sunday, March 29, 2009 for all Teams.  

· REPORTING SCORES: Each team must email their score within 24hrs of the game being completed win/lose/draw. Email your team name, the team you played, location, division, and final score. nabavicepres@aol.com 
· FIELD MAINTENANCE: Each team is responsible to maintenance the field after your game. Failure to do so will result in a $25 fine 1st offense, $50 2nd offense, and team removal 3rd offense. Maintenance means to rake mound, home plate, drag field, and clean up your team trash. Both teams need to get together after game and make this happen. Home team needs to rake/drag field. Visiting team needs to do mound/plate and lines. Both teams must clean out dugouts. After the 4:00pm games are complete all fields must look like we never played there. We will enforce all field maintenance rules this year. Let your team know.  ALL TEAMS ARE RESPONSIBLE!! 
· GAME DAY ISSUE: If you show up at a field and the field is locked, un-playable, or umpires don’t show up at game time please call the emergency game day line 303-870-3728. Do not jump fences or play on fields that have standing water. Please call the game day phone. The game day phone is used for emergencies only. Please don’t use to report scores or to find out a schedule. 
· WEATHER ISSUES: If any weather comes in any time after Thursday each week you should call the weather line after 6:00pm on Saturdays. You can also check the website www.denvernaba.com after 6:00pm on Saturdays. The weather line number is 303-870-3728.
· MAKE-UP GAMES: Make-up games will take place on Saturdays or weeknights. You will be given 2 weeks notice to prepare for your game.

· STANDINGS: League standings will be updated each Monday. Please note we are at the mercy of the teams submitting their scores. If the scores aren’t updated this is because we haven’t received the scores from the teams. 
· PLAYOFF ELIGIBITY: Each team’s roster will be frozen as of July 19, 2009. New players may be added after this date but will not be eligible to play in the playoffs.

· TEAM WEBSITES: Stat Depot is giving each team in the league a free website. Your username and password as a manager will get you in. You can purchase the extra stat package for your teams if you choose.
· ALL STAR GAMES: The NABA will have All Star games for all divisions. The All Star games will take place in June and July.

UMPIRE POLICY

· PAYMENTS: Each umpire shall be paid $65 cash per game. Each team is responsible to pay 1 umpire before the game starts. Each game will have two umpires.
· ACOUNTABLITY: It is the responsibility of each manager before the game starts to make sure you have written down each umpires full name and start time of the game. 
· 1 UMPIRE SHOWS UP: In the event that one umpire shows up he shall be paid $100 for the game or $50 per team.
· FORFEITS: If a team fails to show up and does not give the league 36hrs notice that team is responsible to pay both umpires. The forfeiting team must pay the fee in full by Wednesday at 5:00pm, failure to do so will result in their next game being forfeited.
· GAME SHORTENED: If your game gets shortened due to rain/snow and does not get in 5 innings the umpires will refund you half of your fee. The game will start over on the make-up schedule and umpires will need to be paid in full again.
· UMPIRE EVALUATION: We will have an evaluation form on our league website to use if you have issues with an umpire or umpires. This should also be used for positive feedback. 
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
