2010 DYLA Spring FAQ’s

When does the season start? 

The season runs from February through mid June.  

What is the cost to play?
Indoor registration - $60.00
Spring registration - $140 (this includes 6 weeks of indoor)
US Lacrosse Membership - $25 All DYLA players must have a current US Lacrosse membership to play in the spring.
Boys Lacrosse Shorts - $40
Girls lacrosse shorts - $25 (U9 girls will not need to purchase shorts) 
We also require a $50.00 deposit on game jerseys.
There will be a mandatory fundraiser, and we will also offer a buy out.
Kindergarten and first graders will have an in house program (no traveling). This will be a coed indoor/spring program. The spring fee is $30. 

This program will not need to purchase shorts or make jersey deposits or participate in the fundraiser.

To ease the burden of paying for spring lacrosse just prior to the holidays, we will only process your indoor check. All spring related checks will not be processed until the first week of February.
Why do I need a US Lacrosse Membership?    
Insurance: 
Players, coaches and officials have the protection of a comprehensive lacrosse insurance program for a full year.

What equipment do I need and what will it cost?
Boys will need a Helmet, gloves, arm pads, shoulder pads, stick, cleats (optional), mouth guard, and an athletic supporter (also optional, but highly recommended. Cost- approximately $150.00 to $200.00.
Equipment for 1st year players can be rented from The DYLA for $25.00 and a refundable deposit of $150 (while supplies last). Checks are not cashed & are returned/destroyed when equipment is turned in.  Equipment may be borrowed for the season & through Brian O’Reilly’s LAX camp in late June. 

Girls will need a stick, goggles and a mouth guard. Eye protection starts at $25.00 and youth sticks start at $20.00. Cleats are optional but recommended 

How many players are on a team
The minimum number to have a team is about 17. The maximum per team is 21. If there are more than 21 players signed up to play at an age/grade they may be moved to fill out another team or will be put on a waiting list until minimum number is reach to have another team. Assignments to a team are first come first serve.

When will practice and games be?
Practice will be set by the coaches. Most games will be played on Saturdays and Sundays, and a few games during the week. Games will start the 2nd weekend of April.

The spring season will begin the first week of February. Practices will be indoors at the SportsZone until we can get outside. Practice schedule TBA.

Where are the games played? 

Home games are played at the East Derry Memorial School Field and Don Ball Field @ Humphrey Park.

Is travel involved?
Yes. We can play other teams from Hanover, Keene, Nashua, Seacoast, Wolfeboro, Manchester, Concord, Londonderry, and others.

Can I get a refund if my child chooses not to play?
Refunds of the registration fee only are given if requested before March 5th.
