VOLLEYBALL RULES

1. The following is prohibited:

· Returning a serve with a spike, block or attack
· Lifting or carrying the ball

· Touching the net except for incidental contact not involved with play
· Interfering with opponent’s play either over or under the net

· Arguing with the ref

2. What is permitted is going over or under the net as long as the ball is hit before crossing the plane of the net. Also, any part of the body may be used during a volley including the head, feet, butt or what ever as long as the ball is hit and not carried or lifted.

3. Anything within the ropes is in bounds.  This includes the net and the ropes themselves.  If the ball touches anything outside the boundaries it is out of play.  This would include the net poles, ref chair, the ref, roof, trees, tables, people not playing, etc. The last player who touches the ball, with any part of the body, before going out of bounds is charged with putting it out of bounds.

4. Serving may be performed overhand or underhand.  The server must be out of bounds during the serve.  The server cannot cross the rope until the ball is served.  A served ball that hits the net and remains in bounds is in play.
5. Your team must be on the court and ready to play at game time.  A five(5) minute grace period will be given for the first game of the set.  Teams not ready at the end of the five(5) minute period will forfeit the first game.  Teams not ready fifteen(15) minutes past the start time of the first game will forfeit the second game and the match is over.  Teams who show up after the first game is forfeited but before the second game is forfeited may play the second game and third if needed.  The ref fee is still due for forfeited games as long as the ref is willing to referee a throw together game during that period.  It is permitted to alter the schedule if you know that your team will not be able to make your scheduled game time.  In this case, you are responsible to make all the notifications to the affected teams and to the ref.

6. Positions must be rotated during play after ball possession change.  On coed teams, male players may not outnumber female players and may not serve consecutively.

7. The referee is the only one permitted on the ref stand during a match.  Players and others not involved with the match, must refrain from socializing with the ref until conclusion of play.

8. Before the match, the ref will assign heads and tails to the opposing team captains.  After the coin is tossed, the winning team may either chose sides or first serve.  After first game the teams must switch sides.  If a third game is needed, teams must switch sides after every five points scored.  First two games will be played regulation to 21, the third game will be played rally scoring to 15.  During tournament play, opposing teams will switch after every five points scored.
PLAYERS AND ROSTERS

· Only players listed on your roster are permitted to play on your team, however, non-roster players my play on your team with permission from the opposing team.  At no time can the number of non-roster players outnumber the number of assigned roster players.  The set can be played even if a team can not meet the qualifying requirements but the non-compliant team will forfeit the set regardless of the score.

· Six(6) player teams may carry up to ten(10) players on their roster.  Four(4) player teams may carry up to seven(7) players on their roster.  No person may be on more than one(1) roster on any given league.

· Each team must submit a roster by the second week of the session.  The rosters will be given to the refs and made available to any requesting team.

· Members may be added or deleted from the roster during the season by submitting a new roster to the ref up till week 5, after that your roster is frozen.
MISCELLANEOUS

· League fees must be paid before the first week of the season.  Payment by check is preferable with the team name on the check.  If payment is made by cash it must be put in a sealed envelope with the team name and amount enclosed.

· UNDERAGE DRINKING IS PROHIBITED.  Some teams have players under the age of 21.  This is permitted as long as they are identified on the roster as being under age.  Players under the age of 18 must have written parental consent.  Players or guests under the age of 21 must report to the bartender upon entering the premises so that they can be properly identified.  No one under the age of 21 is permitted on the premises past 30 minutes after the last set is played.

· It is prohibited to carry an open alcoholic beverage outside of the fenced area.  It is also strictly prohibited to have in your possession alcoholic beverages not purchased at our establishment.
· Anyone found violating any of the above mentioned liquor laws will be barred and possibly prosecuted.

· People with young children are responsible for their safety while on our premises.  It is not advisable or permitted to allow young children to play in areas near the court where they may interfere with play and possibly become injured.  Please use common sense and be responsible for the kids.  No one wants to see them hurt.
