DPRD

6 and under year old Basketball rules.

Coaches will be the referees.

 There are NO foul shots.

NO TIME OUTS EXCEPT INJURY TIMEOUTS.

6 and under will play four 8 minute quarters – divided into 4 min segments, at the end of each 4 min substitutions are to be made.

The clock will continue to run.

6 and under will shoot on the 8 foot goals.  

In the 5-6 year olds there will be no back court press.   Once the opposing team has gained control no attempt can be made to gain control until the ball crosses into the small box under on the offensive end.   If a violation does occur the coaches will award the ball back to the rightful team.

All players must play 2 quarters from the beginning to the end.  The first violation will result in forfeiture and a one game suspension of the coach.  The second violation will result in expulsion of the coach for the remainder of the season.  Injuries and disqualification due to fouls are the only exception to this rule.

Each coach should attempt to allow each player to “handle the ball” once per game.  Player involvement is important to the development of the player and their inclusion with the team.

If a player/coach/spectator is ejected, DPRD will determine all disciplinary action.

If a player shows up late, the coach should make every attempt to play them the two full quarters.  If the player shows up after the start of the third quarter, the coach is not held to the two full quarter rule.  The coach should play the player the fourth quarter.

This is an instructional league.  Please keep that in mind.
