2008 T-BALL LEVEL 1 RULES

Start Time:

6:00 pm & 7:15 pm 
Time Limit:

1 hour.  A new inning shall not start if 15 minutes or less remains in time limit.

Innings:
5 innings maximum.  Score will not be kept.

Players:
No team shall have more than 14 players.

Equipment:
A full-use catcher’s helmet and mask are required while on defense.
Defensive Players:
Defense shall consist of all players: 6 infielders and the remaining players in the outfield.  Two coaches will be allowed in the field of play.  Each player shall play at least 1 innings on the infield.  The pitcher should be in contact with the pitching rubber until the ball is hit.  Pitchers are encouraged to wear a helmet while on defense.
Offensive Players:
All hitters will hit the ball from a batting tee.  All players present for the game shall be placed on the batting lineup.  The top or bottom of the inning is over when all rostered players for a team have batted.  The last batter for each team, upon reaching first base safely, shall continue to circle the bases until he/she has scored, which will end the top or bottom of the inning.  Batting helmets must be used while batting and when running bases.  The ball must go at least 10 feet when hit.  This distance will be indicated on the ground by an arc drawn from foul line to foul line.  If the batter hits the rubber tee or the ball does not go past the 10-foot arc, it shall be considered a foul ball.
Placing Runners:
When a ball returning from the outfield crosses the base line (direct line between two bases), a base runner may attempt to reach the next base provided that at least one step was already taken toward the next base prior to the ball crossing the base line.  Coaches shall make any such determination.  Good sportsmanship, on the part of the coaches, is encouraged.
Bunts:
Bunting is not allowed.
Stealing:
No stealing or leading off is allowed.
Batting Coach:
A batting coach is required to place the ball on the tee and remove the tee from home plate if in his/her judgment, a runner will attempt to score.
Field Dimension:
Base lengths shall be 55 feet.  Pitching rubber shall be 42 feet.  .
Playing Rules:
OK USSSA, USSSA, and National Federation of High School Rules.

Trash:
Coaches are responsible to ensure the clean up of trash in bleacher and dugouts on their side of the field.
