2008 MACHINE PITCH RULES

Start Time:

6:00 pm & 7:15 pm
Time Limit:

65 minutes.  In the event of a tie, see tie-breaker rules below.

Innings:
6 innings maximum.  An inning officially starts upon the 3rd out of the previous inning.

Runs/Inning:
There shall be a 5 run limit per inning.

Run Rule:
11 after 4 or more innings.

Offensive Players:
During regular season games all players present for the game shall be placed on the batting lineup.  i.e.: If 12 players are present at a game, then the batting order will have 12 positions.  In the event of injury a team will not be forced to take an automatic out unless their lineup drops to eight or fewer players.  
Defensive Players:
Defense shall consist of 6 infielders and 4 outfielders.  All outfielders must stay behind the baseline.  The 4th outfielder may not be allowed to assume an infield position.  Each player shall play at least 2 innings on defense.  There is free substitution on defense.  Pitchers are encouraged to wear a helmet while on offense.  One coach may be in the outfield when their team is on defense.
Base Stealing:
Base stealing is not allowed.  A runner will be called out for leaving the base before the ball is hit or reaches home plate.
Bunts:
Bunting is not allowed.
Walks:
A player can be only be walked intentionally one time per game.

Umpires:
Umpires will call “time” after every play and declare the ball dead.  
Courtesy Runner:
A courtesy runner may be used for the catcher only.  The courtesy runner must be player who made the last out, or previous batter not on base if no outs.
Field Dimension:
Base lengths shall be 60 feet.  Pitching rubber shall be 40 feet.  Pitching speed is 39.
Ties:
International tie breaker rules.  Last man at bat of previous inning goes to second base; next man on roster goes to bat.  The inning is started with one out.

Playing Rules:
OK USSSA, USSSA, and National Federation of High School Rules.

Trash:
Coaches are responsible to ensure the clean up of trash in bleacher and dugouts on their side of the field.
