» Appropriate footwear must be worn at practice and on the court. Open-toed

shoes, platform tennis shoes and canvas deck shoes are not considered to be
proper tennis shoes.

Hair must be kept off the face and shoulders and under control. [Hair bows,
ribbons and clips must be approved]

No Make-up (natural - look).

No perfumes or cologne.

Only clear polish may be worn on the nails.

Nails should be trimmed to an athletic length, to prevent injury. Clear/ Earth tone
or French Artificial nails are acceptable.

Absolutely NO JEWELRY is to be worn for any cheerleading activities.

* No rings, watches, earrings, bracelets, anklets, necklace, pins, etc

» Practice good posture at all times. It communicates self-confidence.
UNIFORM
» The EEYB uniform shall consist of a Cheering top and Skirt, lollies, socks, hair ribbon,
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pom-poms and sneakers.
