T-Ball Tournament Rules
Rules of Play

1. No more than five players in the infield at any time.  There will be no catcher.  No more than four players in the outfield at any time. Players must be positioned in the outfield grass.  
2. Plays may be made at home plate. Force outs or tag outs. 
3. Innings will consist of 5 Runs or 3 Outs, whichever comes first. 
4. 4 Innings will be played. If score is tied after 4 innings, extra innings will be played until the tie is broken after a complete inning. In the 1st Extra Inning each team will start with 1 out. In the 2nd Extra Inning each team will start with 2 outs and a runner on 1st. The runner will be the last player who batted in the previous inning. In the 3rd and all subsequent extra innings, each team will start with 2 outs and a runner on 1st and 2nd. The runners will be the last 2 players to bat in the previous inning. 
5. There will a line drawn 15 feet from the front edge of home plate from foul line to foul line.  A batted ball must contact this line to be considered a fair ball.

6. Play will stop when the ball is under control in the infield and the umpire calls time.

7. The pitcher must start with both feet on the pitching rubber.

8. Players must not sit out more than 1 inning per game.

9. Bat the entire roster through out the game.

10. A double first base will NOT be used.

11. Runner cannot advance until ball is batted off the tee

12. No infield fly rule

13. No base is allowed on an overthrow of any base.

14. Only 1 coaches allowed on the defensive field of play.

15. Only T Ball bats allowed.

16. 3rd Basemen and 1st Basemen must not be lined up in front of the white line prior to the ball being hit off the tee.

17. Outfielders may not make a play in the infield. Outfielders must throw the ball to the infield. 

18. The Pitcher must throw the ball to 1st Base if he fields the ball further than 5 feet from 1st Base.
19. Only 2 bases may be taken on a ball hit to the outfield.
