CONSTITUTION

Article I - NAME 
The organization shall be known as Garland Amateur Baseball, Inc. (GABI).

Article II - OBJECTIVE 
GABI seeks to protect our nation’s youth by implanting in the youth of the community ideals of good sportsmanship, courage, obedience, loyalty, truth and reverence so that they may be finer, stronger and happier young people and grow to be good, clean, healthy adults.  This objective will be reached by providing supervised, competitive athletic games.  The supervisors shall bear in mind always that the attainment of exceptional athletic skills or the winning of games is secondary.  The molding of future citizens is of prime importance.

Article III - GOVERNMENT 
A. The government of GABI shall be under the direct supervision of the Executive Board.

B. B.The Executive Committee shall consist of a President, two Vice-Presidents, a Secretary and a Treasurer.  Only one member of an immediate family may hold an executive committee office.

C. The Executive Board shall consist of the members of the Executive Committee, the Commissioner of each sub-league and the members of the GABI Support Board.

D. The Commissioners Board shall consist of the First Vice President and the Commissioners of each sub-league.

E. The Support Board shall consist of a GABI Equipment Manager, Communication Manager, Field Manager, Marketing Manager, Statistician, Umpire Representative and a Web Master.

F. An annual meeting shall be held after May fifteenth (15th) and prior to June tenth (10th) to elect members to the executive committee for the next fiscal year.  During the elections, each sub-league shall elect their Commissioner for the next fiscal year.  Members of the Support Board will be appointed by the newly elected Executive Committee and newly elected Commissioners prior to the September board meeting.  Officers shall hold office for one year and are eligible for re-election or re-appointment.
G. If in the event a board position is vacated due to resignation, dismissal or any other cause, the Executive Board has the authority to fill the position. 
H. Any person wishing to serve on the Executive Committee must have served one year on the Executive Board within the previous two years.

I. Any person wishing to serve on the Executive Board must have served one Spring season on an Operating Board within the previous two years. ( unless appointed by Executive Board )

J. All matters of policy shall be decided by a majority vote of a quorum of the Executive Board.  A majority of the Executive Board shall constitute a quorum at a meeting.

K. Robert’s Rules of Order revised shall govern the proceedings of all meetings except where same conflict with the Constitution or Bylaws of GABI.

  

Article IV - ORGANIZATION 
GABI shall be organized into sub-leagues as defined below.  Each sub-league may use as many playing facilities as needed. 

The sub-leagues are:

	5 and 6 years old
	11 and 12 year old

	7 and 8 years old
	13 and 14 year old

	9 and 10 years old
	15 through 18 year old


Teams may be formed with players of the same age.

Age is determined as of July 31st of the current playing season. 
  

Article V - VOTING MEMBERSHIP 
A. Voting members of GABI will be members of the Executive Board and all team managers. If an 
B. Executive Board member or team manager cannot attend the annual meeting, the 1st Vice 
C. President must be notified in writing and a completed sealed ballot be delivered to the 1st 
D. Vice President 72 hours prior to the annual meeting. 
E. A list of eligible voting managers will be turned into the GABI Secretary by each sub-league 
F. Commissioner 10 days prior to the election. 
G. A nominating ballot will be included in the coach’s packet given each manager at the first coach’s 
H. meeting. 
I. This nominating ballot is to be turned into the manager’s sub-league Commissioner no later than 
J. April 30th. 
K. These ballots will be presented to the nominating committee and they will make their 
L. recommendations. 
M. The ballot will be returned to the managers no later than May 20th. 
  
Article VI  - DISCIPLINE

A. Discipline of any manager, coach, player, league official, umpire, or other person whose conduct is

B. detrimental to the best interest of GABI shall be governed by the By-Lays and Rules of GABI. 

C. Discipline as outlined in the GABI Bylaws and Rules shall be administered by the GABI

D. Commissioners Board and into the Executive Board if needed. 
E. Disciplinary hearings will be conducted by the GABI Commissioners Board.  The meetings will not be

F. open to the public.  Minutes of disciplinary hearings are not subject to review.  The minutes of the

G. hearing may be released if agreed to by all participants.  Failure to appear before the GABI 
H. Commissioners Board may result in dismissal from GABI. 
I. Individuals that are involved and wish to comment on a disciplinary action will be heard by the

J. Commissioners Board. 

K. There will be a limit of three persons per side allowed to comment. ( limited to 5 minutes each ) 

L. Individuals who appear may be questioned by the Commissioners Board. 
M. The 1st Vice President must be notified in writing of any request for a disciplinary hearing within 72 
N. hours of the incident/occurrence. 
O. The Commissioners Board will meet within 7 days of the written notification being received by the 1st 
P. Vice President 
Q. All Commissioners and individuals involved will be notified at least 72 hours prior to the hearing. 
R. There will be at least 3 sub-league Commissioners and/or Executive Board members ( not involved in 
S. the sub-league or protest ) present at the meeting to be held. 
Article VII - FINANCIAL POLICY 

A. The GABI Executive Board shall decide all matters pertaining to the finances of GABI.

B. To equalize the benefits of all participating sub-leagues and teams, solicitation of funds by the marketing manager shall be for the treasury of GABI.

C. University Interscholastic League rules and regulations will be followed by GABI’s financial policy.

D. The executive board shall require the preparation and approval of an annual budget.  Periodic financial reports will be required.  An audit by an independent accounting firm will be performed if requested and approved by the executive board. 
E. GABI will maintain a regular account, funded by registration fees, sponsorships, etc. 
F. GABI will maintain a tournament account , funded by tournament funds only. 
G. GABI will maintain a 15-18 account, funded by the 15-18 year old teams only. 
  

Article VIII - AFFILIATION 
A. GABI shall apply each year for a certificate of membership with nationally approved youth baseball organizations.

B. Playing of league games shall be according to the Bylaws and Playing Rules as adopted by the Executive Board of GABI.

  

Article IX - AMENDMENT 
The GABI constitution or any section thereof may be amended by a two-thirds vote of a quorum of the Executive Board providing written notice of such proposed changes is sent to each member of the Executive Board at least ten days before the meeting at which the proposed changes shall be submitted to vote.
