GRIZZLY BASEBALL TRYOUT INFORMATION PACKET

This player information packet is to make all participants aware of the requirements to try out for the team and to make sure everyone is in agreement with these requirements.  The Granite Bay Baseball program is very serious about following its rules and policies; they will not be compromised.  Any player trying out for any of the three teams (Varsity, JV, and Freshman) needs to agree to follow all rules and procedures.   Each player trying out will be required to complete and turn in:

1. Player information Sheet. (Turned in to coach) 

2. General Rules and Practice Procedures. (Give signature section to coach, keep the copy of the rules for your reference.)

3. Baseball questionnaire (Turned in to coach) 

4. Physical Form/Insurance Form (You can get these in the main office. Clears you to play athletics; without it you cannot start practicing. Turned in to office.)

5. Emergency card filled out (Turned in to coach.) 

6. Read athletic handbook 

The evaluation process of the tryout will be based on the following criterion:

1. A player’s skill level compared to other players trying out.

2. How his attitude and work ethic are.

3. His ability to take directions and follow them.

4. How quickly he is able to learn and make adjustments.

5. His interaction with other players.

6. Overall fit in the program/ Overall citizenship on and off the field.
The coaching staff at each level subjectively evaluates each player at that level.  All evaluations are final.
