1.  IMR and Consent to treat:   It is imperative to have this completed by the end of August 20, 209.  The information on how this is to be accomplished is on the website with the necessary links to support the process. 2.  Ice Fees for the 2009/2010 season:  This year our ice fees will be $400 due before the season starts.  We encourage you to get your fee in early as we will not allow players ice time who have not paid.  We do not expect to take this hard stance without providing methods for you to raise the funds.  This year you will have two tools to help pay for your fees.  

a. TJ Pizza Sales -  Rich Takmajian is our pizza fundraiser chair person for this year.  He will be providing you with the necessary order forms on Saturday, August 22.  Pizzas are generally around $8-$9.  You will be able to receive between $3-$4 a pizza depending on how many you sell.  Your proceeds will go directly to your hockey fees.  If you sell 100 pizzas then that could be as much as $300 toward your fees.  You may think this is hard to do but believe me these pizzas are easy to sell because they taste great.  
b. Ad Sales -  This is a program we have done for years.  If you look at our website you will notice ads that are placed on the website for viewing and some have the ability to link to their website.  You can sell either a $50 or $100 ad.  100% of this sale goes directly to your hockey fees.    All the tools are available by clicking on the Ad Information section of the menu bar along the left side of our website.  

Between these two programs and a little sweat equity you should be able to pay for your fees with no out of pocket expense.  Please take the opportunity to use these programs to your full advantage.
3. Jerseys:  This year we will be wearing the same jersey colors and styles from last year.  We have a Red, Black, and White Jersey.  If you are new to the club or need to have a replacement please send your request to Marty Steinmeyer at mstein64@aol.com.
