Uniform Maintenance
Guidelines for washing and dry cleaning of your uniforms
Ribbons: These are your ribbons for the entire year.  Don’t lose them.  If you need a replacement during the year I have extras and they will cost $2.50 per ribbon.  DO NOT CUT the ribbons; the length given is the length all the girls will wear. The advisors will check ribbons for games and school so keep them in good shape. You can wash your ribbons and hand dry.
Big Red and Big Black: DO NOT DRY CLEAN.  Both of these uniforms should be hand washed gentle and hang dry.  Dry cleaning breaks down the spandex and much cheaper for you not to dry clean.  
Blouses: Wash in cold or warm water and dry in dryer.  You can bleach the white blouse if necessary.

Plaid: You received a separate sheet on this but remember: DRY CLEAN ONLY!!!!
Warm-Ups/Sweats:  Theses all can be machined washed and dried.  I recommend hanging dry the warm-up jacket it protects the “Glendora” logo on the back.
Competition Uniforms:  DO NOT DRY CLEAN! If you dry clean you will ruin your uniform.  Machine wash cold water, gentle with Woolite.  You can spot clean make-up or spots with a spot cleaner.  Hang dry: DO NOT PUT IN DRYER.
