ABUSE POLICY

GRYBL POLICY AGAINST PHYSICAL AND SEXUAL ABUSE

    It is the policy of the Glen Rock Youth Basketball League ("GRYBL") that all association participants have a right to a safe and fun experience, free from physical and sexual abuse in all association activities.  The purpose of this policy statement is to outline the GRYBL's policy in preventing and reporting child abuse.

    While the GRYBL fully endorses this policy, it is the responsibility of each individual coach, player, parent, and spectator to adhere to it.  The GRYBL will not be responsible for an individual's behavior in violation of this policy.  

1. All members of the GRYBL, including the parents, coaches, administrators, and all other volunteers have the responsibility to participate in the GRYBL program and prevent opportunities of child abuse by their vigilance.

2. The protection of children from abuse is paramount to all other concerns.  Physical and sexual abuse will not be tolerated.

3. Should any member of the GRYBL be made aware that any other member of the GRYBL has been reported to authorities as a suspect of abusing children, whether within the confines of the Association's program or not, that member shall be subject to suspension during the term of the investigation by authorities, with such suspension being subject to further ratification following the outcome of such an investigation.

4. Should any member of the GRYBL (a) observe the physical or sexual abuse of a youth, (b) be told by someone else that a youth has been physically or sexually abused, or (c) make observations of a youth that leads the member to reasonably suspect physical or sexual abuse, the member must immediately report the suspected abuse to the President of the GRYBL, who will then report the suspected abuse to the appropriate authorities. 

5. All GRYBL members that supervise children participating in GRYBL programs shall be required to certify that they have never been convicted of a criminal offense involving the physical or sexual abuse of children, and shall, upon request of the GRYBL or its insurer, consent to a criminal record check.

6. Any person unwilling to follow and adhere to this policy will not be permitted to participate in GRYBL programs.

    Any violation of this policy may lead to the expulsion of the member from all GRYBL functions.
