Tiny Mite Game Day Protocols

*** As agreed by all Tiny Mite Association at the July 30th, 2009 “Tiny Mite Start-Up Meeting,” held at the Watertown Eagles Club @ 7 pm, the following Protocols will be in effect for the 2009 Pop Warner Season:
#1 – There will be 7 Teams participating.  They are:	#1 – Pulaski (White) Team
							#2 – Cartage Bears Team
							#3 – Fort Drum Team
							#4 – Indian River Team
							#5 – South Jefferson Team
							#6 – Pulaski (Blue) Team
							# 7 – Watertown Cyclones Team
#2 – All Games will be played at the Watertown Fair Ground Fields.
#3 – Home Teams are responsible for bring their Associations Scales for Weigh-Ins.
#4 – The Watertown Recreation Department will Supply Field Markers & Sideline Chains for two Fields.
#5 – The Carthage Bears Association will Supply Sideline Chains for one Field.
#6 – The Pulaski Bills Association will Supply the Field Markers for one Field.
#7 – The Home Team Supplies the Chain Crew.  It is OK to barrow a Crew Member from the other Team.
#8 – All Pop-Warner Rules for Tiny Mite Games are in effect.
#9 – Both Teams will bring a Referee for a given game.  Min. of 2 Ref’s per game.
#10– All Players will Arrive by 9:45 am & gather as a Team for Weigh-Ins.
#11 – Weigh-Ins will Start at 10:00 am.  Each Association will have a Designated Weigh Master Present.
#12 – All Games will Start at 10:30 am.  Signaled by an Air Horn or like device.
#13 – All Second Halves of Games will be Started at the same time with an Air Horn or liked device.
#14 – All Games will End at 11:30 am.  Signaled by an Air Horn or like device.
#15 – All Fields will be Picked-Up and ready to Depart at 12 noon.
#16 – Mandatory Play Sheets must be mailed or E-mailed to the League Football Commissioner.  The Association Football Commissioners are responsible for get ALL divisions of play to the League Commissioner in a timely manner after the game.
#17 – The Watertown Cyclones Association will be the Host of the Weekly Concession Stand for the Season.
#18 – An Atmosphere of Sportsmanship & Mutual Agreement is the Chief Protocol for the Season.  All decisions are made in the best interest of kids, in a Pop Warner way of doing things, between two Teams playing each other.  If any two Teams, of any one game, cannot resolve a difference in a mutually beneficial & timely way, then the League Football Commissioners Ruling will be Final.
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
