Players’ Code of Ethics

I hereby pledge to follow this Code of Ethics for the benefit of the Club.

I will learn and play by the rules of the game.

I will always respect my teammates, opponents, coaches and officials.

I will support my teammates at all times.

I will follow and learn from my coaches’ directions and suggestions.

I will play to have fun.

I will work hard to improve my skills.

I will play fair and try hard during practice and games while remembering that winning isn’t everything.

I will be on time and properly dressed, having my full uniform, shin guards and proper footwear for practices and games.

I will never give up or let my teammates and coaches down during practice or games.

I will always display good sportsmanship by showing enthusiasm, encouragement and support to my team, my coach, the opponents or the officials.

I will never argue with an official’s decision.

I will always shake hands with the opponents after the game as well as the officials.

I will at all times strive to do better.


Parents’ Code of Ethics

I hereby pledge to follow this Code of Ethics and provide positive support, care and encouragement for my child.

I will encourage good sportsmanship by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches and officials at every game, practice or other event.

I will insist that my child play in a safe and healthy environment and not encourage any behavior or practices that would endanger player health.

I will provide support for coaches and officials working with my child to provide a positive, enjoyable, experience for all.

I will remember that the game is for the children, not the adults.

I will do my best to make soccer fun for my child.

I will ask my child to treat other players, coaches, fans, and officials with respect regardless of race, sex, creed or ability.

I will recognize all players’ efforts and encourage everyone’s best performance over the outcome of the game. 

I will cheer for all the children on the team, not just my own and refrain from any negative remarks.

I understand that during the Fall and Spring, there will be TWO practices scheduled per week of two hours each and during the Winter, one day per-week for one hour and that players need to be committed to attend as many practices as possible to ensure the success of the team. 

I will have my child arrive prepared and on time for all practices, a minimum of 30 minutes before the start of games and notify the coach if my child will be absent, arriving late or leaving early. (see contact info-Main Menu)

I will recognize that all children must play both offensive and defensive positions at the discretion of the coach.

I will promise to help my child enjoy his/her soccer experience within my personal constraints by being a respectful fan, providing transportation, or whatever else I am capable of doing.

I will speak to the coach in a proper and respectful manner and at an appropriate time, if I should have any concerns or questions.

I will demand a drug, alcohol, and tobacco-free sports environment for my child and agree to assist by refraining from their use at every practice, game and all other events.

I understand that all field instruction will be directed ONLY by the Green Wave coach. Parents must not give instructions from the side lines. It only causes confusion and chaos for the players and coaches. Cheers to motivate our players are welcome!!

I understand that if a parent persists in disturbing the well being of the team, that parent will face a suspension from attending games. If the problem continues, the parent and the player will be asked to leave the team.

I will encourage my child to watch professional and collegiate soccer games. This is one of the best ways for him/her to understand, realize, get acquainted, etc. with the many ways of playing soccer.

Coaches’ Code of Ethics 

I hereby pledge to follow this Code of Ethics and provide positive support, care and encouragement for my players.

I will endeavor to ensure that I am knowledgeable in the rules of the game of soccer; I will teach these rules to my players.

I will do my very best to provide a safe play situation and not encourage any behaviors or practices that would endanger the health and well being of my players.

I will be a positive role model in demonstrating fair play, respect and sportsmanship to all my players, officials, spectators, all other participants (including the opponents) and expect the same from my assistants, players and parents. 

I will demand a drug, alcohol and tobacco-free sports environment for my team and agree to assist by refraining from their use at practice, every game and all other events.

I will encourage my players to continue playing till the final whistle is blown. To not give up or let down no matter what the outcome, conditions or score at the time happen to be.

I will use all my coaching techniques appropriate for each of the skills that I teach while not forgetting that children learn differently and will adapt/improvise my practices accordingly to fulfill their needs.

I will do my best to organize practices that are fun and challenging for all my players and be honest and consistent with my coaching philosophies and practices.

I will remember to respect and treat each player as an individual, remembering the large spread of emotional and physical development for each age group.
