Hopkins Girls Basketball Association

Who are we?  HGBA offers a competitive traveling basketball experience for girls in the 4th through 8th grades. Our primary goal is to offer opportunities for girls to develop sound fundamental basketball skills and knowledge of the game while fielding competitive teams.  We help girls develop good sportsmanship and an awareness of their skills in team play, while preparing them for playing basketball at the high school level.  Our girls have fun and make friends while they learn to play basketball!
Who can play?  Girls in the 4th through 8th grade, either living in Hopkins School District #270 or attending public or private school within the District #270 boundary are eligible to participate on HGBA teams.

What are the basics?  Each team in 5th through 8th grade will play in 9-10 weekend tournaments from November through March.  Practices are generally 2 – 3 evenings per week based on grade, usually on Monday, Tuesday and/or Thursday.  The tournaments are in the metro area, except for one out of town tournament for the 6th, 7th and 8th grade teams.
4th grade will play in 4 to 5 tournaments in November thru February, as a way to introduce the girls to traveling basketball for a nominal fee.  Come meet us during tryouts – all girls will be on a team!

For grades 6 through 8, coaches and evaluators will assign players to teams based on their skills, with the goal of each girl playing at an appropriate level for her experience and development needs.  The 4th and 5th grade teams will be divided equally.  After rosters are set each team will begin to practice with their coaches.  Gym time is scheduled by our Gym Coordinator. Contract for Tournament Work

By registering players in HGBA, the parent(s) agree(s) to work a minimum of two shifts during the HGBA winter tournament, tentatively scheduled for the weekend of January 30 through January 31, 2010.  This tournament raises over ½ our budget.  The parents or legal guardians are responsible to find an adult to work their assignment if for some reason they are unavailable.

Waiver of Liability and Consent for Treatment

As the parent or legal guardian of the child named as the player, I hereby give my approval for her participation in all activities of her HGBA traveling basketball team.  I understand that HGBA is a private group formed for the purpose of enabling a small group of girls to play traveling basketball.  I assume all risks and hazards incidental to such participation.  I understand that HGBA does not provide medical insurance.  I understand that my enrollment of this child confirms my decision that her physical condition and health is consistent and adequate for participation in traveling basketball.  I hereby waive and release any and all claims or actions I or my child may have arising out of any injury or harm to her resulting from or associated with her participation in HGBA activities, whether the result of negligence or any other cause, and agree that I will not pursue any such claim or action against the HGBA, its officers or directors, coaches, or any other adults who supervise or assist in the activities of the HGBA.

In addition, I hereby give my consent for any first aid or medical treatment as deemed necessary or appropriate by trainers present at any tournaments, the coach, team manager or adult escort, in case of illness or injury incurred while participating in practices or games.  I understand that HGBA, a team parent, a tournament site representative, or trainer, may call 911 in case of injury perceived to be serious and that the responding medical team will determine further treatment or transportation.  I understand that an effort will be made to notify me as soon as possible in case of injury or illness.
