              Each coach should be able to properly teach the fundamentals of the game.  If a coach needs help he should make sure that he is assisted by a father who can add the expertise or spirit needed to make the experience of playing more enjoyable for each player.  The coaches should stress a positive attitude, sportsmanship and teamwork to their players.  Players will be required to RESPECT their teammates, coaches, refs and opponents.


Although competition is part of the program, we strongly enforce the tradition of “player first, winning second.”  We have rules that prohibit a coach from playing the better players an entire game and less talented boys for one-half.  One of the most important challenges facing each coach is to involve each boy in the offense.  Many of the coaches are fathers of the better players.  It is very easy for these fathers to unintentionally allow a situation to develop where only the two or three most talented players are involved in the offense.  Please try hard to include all.

 


If your son is a gifted athlete this is a wonderful opportunity for you to teach him about teamwork and friendships.  Long after the boys are finished playing basketball they will bring values developed through athletics into their daily lives.
