I. HTLL Organization
A. Board of Directors

The governing of HTLL is vested in its Board of Directors (BOD).  The BOD has full authority to perform all acts and take all measures necessary to carry out the purpose and functions of the organization.  All matters concerning policy of HTLL is decided by a vote of the BOD, and must pass a majority of those present at a duly constituted meeting.  Meetings are held the first Monday of every month.  No meeting is held in August.
The BOD is guided in their operations by several documents:

· Little League Operations Manual

· Little League Rules and Regulations

· HTLL By-Laws 
The BOD must consist of a minimum of twenty (20) members and a maximum of twenty-five (25) members.  The Board includes as members the Board Officers, all Major League Team Managers and all other volunteer personnel as duly elected.  

Nominations for the BOD are made by the Board Nominating Committee, and voted upon and selected to serve by a majority vote of the Board members.  Current Members of the HTLL BOD and their year of service are:

The organizational structure for HTLL is depicted in the following exhibit:

B. League Boundary

The current league boundary as defined by Little League Baseball includes all of Haverford Township except the portion of Haverford Township South-Southwest of West Chester Pike (Route 3).  All players registered to play in HTLL must reside within the designated league boundaries.  Players who move outside league boundaries who have played at one time in HTLL, can continue to play in the league for as long as they are age eligible (grandfather rule).  The league must petition and get approval for this from LL District 19 prior to the start of the season.    

The last update for boundary demarcation was made by Little League Baseball District 19 on May 2, 2000.  In 2006, HTLL petitioned District 19 to expand our league boundary to include all of Haverford Township. This petition is pending.

C. Elected Officers
Elected positions from within the BOD include: President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Player Agent and Umpire in Chief.  Elections are held at the November BOD meeting each year.  Current elected officers are:

D. Committees

E. Volunteers
Without volunteers we would not have a league.  Besides the volunteers that make up the BOD, there are a number of other areas where help is needed to keep this organization running.  All volunteers must undergo a Little League required background check before the start of the season.  Attachment 1 contains the Little League Volunteer Application Form.  
1. Managers – Each team has one manager.  Managers are nominated and approved each year by the BOD no later than the February meeting.  Managers are responsible for all aspects of the team they manage, including safety of the players, running practices, managing games, baseball skill development, communications with players and parents, and field and equipment maintenance.

2. Coaches – Each team may have 2 coaches on the official roster. Coaches are recruited and named by the team manager.  No coach can be recruited prior to a player being drafted to that team.  Coaches assist the Manager in the administration of the manager’s responsibility (see above).

3. Team Parents – Team parents typically handle all non-baseball aspects of the team, such as snack bar coverage, team pictures and organizing in-season team fund-raising (such as the HTLL Hit-Fest).  The team manager typically recruits or asks for volunteers before the start of the season to act as team parents.

4. Other Team Assistants – Although there can only be two official coaches rostered for each team (and by LL rule only the manager and two coaches allowed in the dugout during a game), many times other parents get involved with helping run practices, and occasionally coach during a game in another coaches absence.  These other team assistants can also help as pitch count monitors or scorekeepers during a game. 

5. Umpires - HTLL is always looking for anyone with even a rudimentary knowledge of baseball rules to umpire games.  We do not use paid umpires; all our umpires are volunteers.  Typically umpires are assigned 2-4 games per month, and will not be asked to cover a game that their child is playing in.  We have an umpire development program in the off season that covers the rules and umpire mechanics.  All umpires are rewarded with a hot dog (or slice of pizza) and soda after the game. 

6. Other Volunteers – we always need parent volunteers to help run the snack bar and to assist with field maintenance.  We also ask if you have any special skills (masonry, carpentry, gardening etc.) please let us know so when we need this type of service we can use your talents.
F. Major League

The major league is made up six teams (current configuration) with players that have exhibited enough baseball skill to compete at a reasonable level and not be a safety issue to themselves when in competition with other players in the league.  Major league players are typically 12, 11 and 10 years old.  Although there is no Little League restriction to the number of 10 year olds that can play in the major league, historically at HTLL only 6 exceptionally skilled 10 year olds are drafted onto major league teams (i.e. one per team).  There have been a few exceptions to this ‘rule of thumb’ over the years based on varying circumstances. In addition, each year a handful of 11 year olds spend an additional year in the minor league to further develop their skills and to better compete at the major league level when they turn 12.

G. Minor League   
The Minor League is made up of 6-8 teams (typically).  The number of teams is dependant on the number of players registered in certain age groups.  Minor League players are typically 9, 10, and 11 year olds.  There will also be a number of 8 year olds with advanced skills that will play in the Minor League.  Minor League instruction emphasizes development of individual baseballs skills and knowledge.  Games are played to apply those skills in game situations.

H. Rookie League   

The Rookie League was established in the 2008 season.  The Rookie League is made up of 7 and 8 year olds.  This is a machine-pitch league that will introduce most kids to the game of baseball. 
II. Player and Team Development and Competition
A. Assembling Teams
1. Registration - The Registration Committee is in charge of conducting registration each year. Registration usually begins in mid-December when online registration is activated by the League Webmaster.  This is typically done at the direction of the Board of Directors (BOD) after deciding on registration fees.  In January, walk in registration will be held on a designated Saturday from 9am –Noon.  
Other communication methods to get the word out on registration include:

· Press releases in the local weekly newspapers, such as The News of Delaware County, The Main Line Times and the Haverford Press.

· An announcement in HavaGood Times – a circular put out by the Haverford Township Recreation Department

· Flyers distributed to many elementary schools in Haverford Township

· Posters placed in businesses throughout Havertown.

Once registration efforts are relaxed, the Player Agent informs the BOD of the approximate number of players and their age breakdown.  This helps the BOD determine how many teams are needed in each league and how many players will be on each team.  It also allows the BOD to determine how many new managers, if any, are needed in each league and if expansion or contraction of teams is necessary.

2. Player Evaluation - The purpose of evaluations is for team managers to assess the playing ability of all new players to the league, and those wanting to move from the minor league to the major league.  This information is then used in the draft to help level out, as best as possible, the talent across teams so that games can be as competitive as possible during the year.  
Evaluations can also indicate if a player is ready to move up to the major league, or if another year of development is needed in the minor league.

Evaluations are usually held in early March at the Haverford College Field House.  There are 3 different pools of players that get evaluated:

· Group 1: New 8 and 9 year olds
While most 8 years olds will play in the Rookie League, we anticipate that a number of 8 year olds will be ready to play in the Minor League.  Any 8 year old who would like to be evaluated and considered for the Minor League draft must notify the Player Agent; otherwise they will be placed in the Rookie League

· Group 2: New 10 year olds; and new or returning 10 year olds who want to be evaluated for the major league.

All 10 year olds who did not play in HTLL last year must attend evaluations, and will be considered eligible for only the Minor League draft unless the parents notify the Player Agent that they would like to have their 10 year old considered for the Major League draft.

Similarly, any 10 year old who played in the Minor League at HTLL in the previous year and would like to be considered for the Major League draft should attend evaluations.  As a general guideline, 10 year olds may be drafted into the Major Leagues with the following considerations:  

 (1) Whether the 10 year old poses a safety risk to other players in the Minor League;

 (2) Whether it is in the best interest of the players baseball development to play in the Major League; and,

 (3) Whether limiting the number of 10 year olds in the Major League is in the best interest of the League. Little League rules do not require 10 year olds to be drafted into the Major League.
Ten year olds trying out for the Majors must understand that there is a good possibility they may not be drafted to the Majors, and will be playing in the Minor League.

· Group 3: All new and returning 11 and 12 year olds who want to be evaluated for the major league. 

Little League rules to do prohibit 11 year olds from playing in the Minor League, and every year, for a variety of reasons, several 11 years olds play in the Minor Leagues.  
As a general guideline, any 12 year old or 11 year old that played in the HTLL Minor League in the previous season or is new to the League will be drafted into the Major League unless: 

(1)  The parents of the player request that the child stay or be placed in  the Minor League, and the Player Agent, in consultation with the Managers, determines that that player will not present a safety risk to other  players in the Minors, OR

(2) The Player Agent, in consultation with the Managers, determines that the player may be a safety risk to himself/herself when competing against players in the Major League.

(3) The Player Agent, in consultation with the Managers determines that an additional year of development in the Minor League is in the best interest of the player.

 Who Does Not Have to Attend Evaluations?

· All 7 year old players.  All 7 year olds will be drafted to a Rookie League team.

·  All 9 year olds already assigned to a Minor League team.

·  Any 10 year old already assigned to a Minor League team who does not want to be evaluated for  the Major League

·  All players already assigned to a Major League team

The Player Agent registers players as they arrive.  At a designated time the players are split into their age groups.  The players are evaluated in 3 or 4 different areas:

· Base running – players are asked to run to first base (minors) or run from home to second base (majors).

· Fielding – Players are given 3 groundballs while playing second base (minors) or shortstop (majors) and asked to make a throw to first base after fielding the grounder.  Players are given 2-3 pop-flys and are asked to throw home after catching or retrieving the ball.

· Hitting – In a cage using a pitching machine, each player is given approximately 6 swings.

· Pitching (Majors Only) – Those players wanting to be evaluated for pitching skills will be taken to a mound and ask to throw about 8 pitches to a catcher 46 feet away.

3. Player Draft - The Draft takes place the day after evaluations.  The Draft is conducted by the team managers and facilitated by the Player Agent and the League President.  The major league managers draft first, followed by the minor league managers.  Procedures may be modified as necessary by the Managers or the Player Agent to accommodate varying situations that may arise year to year.  

· Coaches Kid and Siblings Rule - A manager (or coach) must declare prior to the draft if he has a son or daughter eligible for the draft and he wants to draft him/her to the team.  

· This is also true with a sibling that is already on a team in the same level of play (majors, minors). 
· A parent may request to the Player Agent that a sibling not be drafted onto the same team as his or her brother or sister.

· 10-Year-Old Declaration - 10 year olds must declare whether they want to be evaluated for the Major League by the day of the draft.

· If no affirmative statement is given to the Player Agent prior to evaluations that the player wants to be considered for the majors, it will be assumed that player will be drafted by or remain with their Minor League team.

· Ten year olds trying out for the Majors must understand that there is a good possibility they may not be drafted to the Majors, and will be playing in the Minor League.

· 8-Year-Old Declaration – 8 year olds must declare whether they want to be evaluated for the Minor League by the day of the draft.

B. Practice and Games

1. Practices - Practice times are two hours in the pre-season and 1.5 hours during the season, if the practice precedes a game.  Available practice times are:

· Monday – Friday:  Pre-Season (4:00pm – 6:00pm); In Season (4:00pm – 5:30pm) 

· Saturday Preseason 

· 8:00 am – 10:00am 

· 10:00 – Noon 

· Noon – 2:00pm 

· 2:00pm - 4:00pm

· 4:00pm – 6:00pm 

· Saturday In Season

· 8:00 am – 9:30am 

· Noon – 2:00pm (if no game)

· 2:00pm - 4:00pm

· 4:00pm – 6:00pm 

· 6:00pm – 8:00pm

· Sundays  

· 8:00 am – 10:00am 

· 10:00 – Noon 

· Noon – 2:00pm 

· 2:00pm - 4:00pm

· 4:00pm – 6:00pm

· 6:00pm – 8:00pm (after May 1 – sunlight issues) 

Games generally take precedent over practice.  If a makeup game needs to be schedule try to play during one of the team’s designated practice time.

2. Games  – There will be 18-20 games scheduled between April and June (12-14 Rookie League games).  There is one game played in the Upper and Lower fields during the week starting at 6:00pm (in April Minor and Rookie League games try to start at 5:45pm).  There are 1-3 games played on Saturday starting at 10 am, Noon and possibly 2pm.  There are typically no games scheduled for Sunday unless it is a make-up game.  

Games are 6 innings long unless shortened by weather or darkness.  Tie games (or those not going the required 4 innings to be official) are suspended and continued at a later date.  

The Minor and Rookie Leagues play with a continuous batting order and 4 outfielders to maximize participation.  There is a 5-run limit per half inning by Little League rule (new for 2008).  There are pitch count restrictions in the Minor League – no more than 85 pitches for 11 year olds, 75 pitches for 10 and 9 year olds and 50 pitches for 8 year olds in a day.  Pitchers must have required days rest depending on the number of pitched thrown.  Pitchers throwing more than 40 pitches may not pitch in consecutive games regardless of meeting the required rest requirements (new for 2008).  HTLL also has instituted a maximum of 3 innings per pitcher in the Minor League regardless of pitch count. 

The Major League plays and bats 9 players at a time.  All players must play a minimum of 6 consecutive defensive outs and get at least one at bat per game (Minors and Rookie League too).  Starters once subbed may reenter the game after their substitute has played their minimum time.  The Major League also has  pitch count restrictions – 85 pitches per game (75 for 10 year olds).  Pitchers throwing more than 40 pitches may not pitch in consecutive games regardless of meeting the required rest time (new for 2008).

Attachment 2 provides further information on the Little League Pitch count rule.
3. Playoffs – Both the major and the minor leagues compete in a post-season single elimination playoff. Every team makes the playoffs.  Playoff structure depends on the number of teams.  For example, in a six team league, the top two teams in the regular season will get first round BYES.  The 3rd place team will play the 6th place team; the 3rd plays the 4th place team.  The teams are reseeded after the first round based on regular season outcomes, with the 1st place team playing the remaining lowest seeded team.  The final two remaining teams then play in the Championship Game.
4. Tournament Play – HTLL typically sponsors three teams in post-season tournament play.  Tournament teams are aged based: a 12/11 year old team; an 11/10 year old team; and a 10/9 year old team. Players for tournament teams are selected by the Major League managers (12 and 11 year old teams) and the Minor League managers (10 year old team).  Only 12-13 players are chosen for each team. Since tournament games are highly competitive, only the most skilled baseball players are chosen for the team.  Players also must be able to commit to at least 6-7 weeks of practice from mid-June through the month of July.  If the team is very successful, games could extend into August.  A Tournament Team Interest and Commitment Form (See Attachment 3 for an example) will be distributed to all age eligible players in mid-May.  The tournament teams will be selected and announced no later than June 15th.
III. League Finances

Like any organization, cash flow is an important element in staying viable and I to provide the resources necessary to run a safe and fun league.  Below are some of the typical sources of income and expenses that HTLL encounters during a year.
A. Income
1. Registration Fees – The registration fee is the highest source of income for the league.  Registration fees for the 2008 season were $90 per player with discounts for additional siblings in the league.  The Rookie League registration fee was $75 because of the lower number of games scheduled.  

2. Billboards and Sponsors – Each team has a team sponsor that we hope all players and parents will patronize for their support of the league.  This sponsorship helps us offset the cost of uniforms.  The billboards that adorn the outfield fence are also supporters of HTLL and we hope you will use them when needed.  A list of all sponsors can be found in Attachment 4.
3. Snack Bar Sales – Another major source of income for the league is our snack bar sales.  The margin on sale items is not large but with the volume we sell each day during the season we are able to make money.  This is why it is important to have parent volunteers help staff the snack bar during the year.

4. Fund Raisers - HTLL may run 1-2 fund raisers during the year to help fund special projects or supplement the General Fund.  In 2006 we had a fun night of music, food and dancing to raise money for the new building and during 2007 we conducted the HTLL Hit-Fest that netted more than $6,000 to help rebuild both the major and minor league infields for 2008.
5. Donations – Every so often, HTLL is blessed to have money donated by private (often anonymous) contributors.  
B. Outlays
1. Uniforms
The league provides pants, shirts baseball caps, and in the Major league, vests.  Every ZLittle League shirt has a Little League patch attached to the arm sleeve.
2. Equipment
The only equipment that the league does not supply are bats, gloves and spikes.  You may choose to have your child bring his own helmet for sanitary reasons, if you do so please clearly identify the helmet and instruct your child not to lend it to anyone. Helmets must meet the NOCSAE specifications and standards and bear the NOCSAE stamp. All players using league helmets must also wear a baseball cap with it. 
3. Field Maintenance
It is expensive to maintain the fields in the great condition they are in.  For the 2008 season, the league expended more than $9,000 for new sod on both the upper and lower infields.  Haverford Township does not maintain these fields, HTLL volunteers do.  We have a lot of tools for field maintenance and just ask and we will gladly teach you how to use them.  
4. Snack Bar Supplies
The snack bar outlays money for food and drinks and sells them at a very small markup.  
5. Utilities
Utility costs include monthly water and electricity bills.

6. LLBB Fees and Insurance
Little League International charges us to be part of their organization and to maintain our charter.  This fee buys us the insurance we need to cover all players and volunteers during practices and games.

7. Special Assessments
Every so often, the Board decides to approve a significant amount of money to improve the facilities at Karakung.  A recent example of a special assessment is the brand new field house at the field.  The cost of this building was slightly more than $50,000, half of which was provided by Haverford Township and half by HTLL.

8. Tournaments Teams
Each year HTLL sponsors 3 age-based tournament teams who play in the District 19 tournament and usually one other tournament.  Tournament team outlays include team uniforms and team party.
9. Donations
Periodically, the Board votes to donate money to certain charities.  This is usually in memory of someone who passed away who was involved with the league.

IV. Safety
SAFETY – FIRST AND FOREMOST
Many parents end up helping managers and coaches (or are managers and coaches themselves) and need to take a few moments to think about safety during practices and games.  Here are some tips on how to ensure that safety of our children is second to nothing at HTLL.
Here are some questions to ask yourself:
1. Field Conditions 

· Use common sense when rain has rendered the field almost unplayable.  If the batters, fielders or runners cannot get good footing then there is a risk of injury.  In addition, using the field in these conditions is not good for the keeping the field in long-term playing condition throughout the season.

· If this is the case you can restrict practice to the outfield or just use the batting cage.  
· Sometimes there is maintenance being done at the field – be aware if this is the case and make sure it is safe to play near the maintenance.
2. Is equipment arranged safely, in working condition and being used properly? 
· Bats should be leaning up against the fence or hung on the bat rack, not just lying on the ground where someone might step on them and twist an ankle.  
· Catchers must wear face masks even during warm-ups; and must wear full gear including a cup when receiving pitches. All gear must be properly intact, including a throat guard on the mask.

· Batters and runners must wear helmets (even at practice)

· Players waiting to bat standing in a safe place, like behind the fence where a foul or tipped ball can't hit them.  On deck batters in games and practice are not allowed to have a bat in their hands.

· Groups of players working on a skill at one place on the field, should maintain a safe distance from groups working on a different drill at a different place on the field?

There are a thousand questions that could be asked, and they obviously can't all be listed here. I hope you catch the drift and take a look around you with your eye on safety.

3. Use Equipment Properly and in Good Condition
· Equipment won’t necessarily be new, so make sure it's in good condition and that it's being used in the manner for which it was intended. For example, make sure the helmets have enough padding, that they aren't cracked or compromised in any way. Make sure the catcher's equipment fits properly and is worn properly, including a protective cup.

4. Take Injuries Seriously
· Hopefully you'll know when you've got a player with a serious injury, but take all injuries and complaints seriously until you're positive it's not serious.  There are first aid kits and ice packs available in both the minor and major league equipment rooms.
· Any serious injury needs to be documented for insurance purposes with a Little League
5. Lightning 

· At the flash of lightning or the first sound of close thunder, immediately stop the game or practice and clear the fields.  Everyone should take shelter in the shed, equipment rooms, or cars.

Tournament Team Interest and Commitment Form
Dear Parents:

The Haverford Township Little League (HTLL) will once again place age-based teams in post-season baseball tournaments in 2007.  Over the past few seasons, HTLL has fielded 3 Tournament Teams: a 12/11 year old team; a 11/10 year old team; and a 10/9 year old team.  This year’s Tournament Team Managers are:

· 12/11 Year Old Team:  Pete Oraschewsky 
· 11/10 Year Old Team: TBD
· 10/9 Year Old Team: TBD
Soon the League Managers will select which players will represent HTLL in post-season tournaments. The teams will be selected no later than June 15 and will start practicing shortly after that date.  Games usually begin in early July and, because we play in two tournaments, will run to the end of July. 

There will be at least 12 players selected to each Tournament Team.  All age- appropriate players in the League are eligible to be considered for a team.  A player’s Little League age is the player’s age on April 30, 2007.  The teams will be selected by consensus of HTLL Managers and the Tournament Team Manager. Major League Managers will convene to select the 12/11 and 11/10 year old teams, and the Minor League Managers will convene to select the 10/9 year old team. The Tournament Team Manager has final selection authority if a consensus cannot be achieved.  

A player can only play for one HTLL Tournament Team; however 11 and 10 year olds can be considered for two teams.  Also, a player cannot play for a tournament team in another league during the District 19 Little League Tournament.  
The Tournament Team Manager sets his team’s practice schedule.  As stated previously, practices will likely start by mid - June, and may involve a combination of some early morning and late afternoon sessions.  Some days, practice may be both in the morning and afternoon.
