Expectations

To be a member of the HVC requires commitment and dedication from each individual.

A member must be able to attend the pre-season conditioning and skills training sessions, the two (2) scheduled practices a week in additional to tournament play on the weekends.  Most of our teams’ practices will be held once during the week (Monday – Friday) and once on the weekend (Saturday – Sunday).  Excused absences will be allowed for family issues, school projects and athletics, and religious obligations.
Age Divisions

At the HVC we require that each individual tryout for their respective age group.  After the tryouts are completed individuals may be asked to move up in age group at the discretion of 
the coaching staff.  If your daughter would like to play at a higher level please inform the coaches prior to your daughter’s tryout session.  This will allow the coaching staff to evaluate your daughter at both her age group and one level above her age group.

Notification to Team Members

You will be notified within two days after the Secondary Tryout Session if your daughter has been selected for a team.  Once you receive notification we ask that you advise us of your intentions to play with the HVC within two day after being notified.
2010 USAV Aloha Region Season
The USAV Aloha Region junior season typically runs from November to May.  During November 
through December our club will go through a rigorous conditioning and skills training program.  
We will begin tournament play in late January and we will play in at least 2 – 3 tournament 
days per month.  Our club’s regular season will end after the Aloha Region Regional has been completed.
For traveling teams, their season will continue until the teams return from their off-island tournaments.  Most of our teams will be traveling to one or two off-island tournaments.  Mainland tournaments are highly recommended for girls who are now sophomores or juniors that are interested in playing volleyball in college.  Attending mainland tournaments offer excellent opportunities to be seen by several hundred college coaches who attend these tournaments for recruiting purposes.

Traveling teams may practice up to four days a week for the final two weeks leading up to their off-island tournament.
Club Costs

National Members (Mainland Travel members)

The costs for the season, from November 2009 through May 2010, will be $950.00.  This will include the following; USAV registration fees and other USAV misc. fees, two sets of jerseys (tops and bottoms), two practice t-shirts, two pairs of socks, jacket, kneepads, shoes, backpack, gym rental (for practices), tournament fees, and coaches USAV fees & stipend.  A travel deposit of $300.00 (non-refundable) is included in the membership fee.

If any of the payments are not met at the due date, the player’s travel will be cancelled and all costs incurred to that date will be assessed to the player.
Fundraising

It is mandatory for each member of our Club to participate in the Club’s fundraising activity.  This season we will be working with Kala Kokua LLC and we will be selling Kalua Pork (20 oz. frozen product).  The cost of the ticket is $10.00 and for each ticket sold the individual will receive $5.00.  This activity will start in February 2010 and the distribution of the product will be in late May 2010.

Each individual team may also do additional fundraisers to offset their team’s travel expenses.
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
