B-Finals will be held at Waterford Mott High School- 1151 Scott
Lake Rd. Waterford, M| 48328

Information regarding specific meet details and tentative practice
times can be found on the N.S.S.L. and Heart of the Hills websites.

11 and up will be swimming in the morning, and 10 and under will
be in the afternoon (**This is a change from last year.)

Every 10 and under swimmer needs to have their first and last
name written neatly in permanent marker on one hand and their
events/heats/lanes on the other. A swimmer table will be available
with Sharpies and heat sheets for your convenience. This is
mandatory and will be helpful with marshalling.

Extra parking is available to the left of the school behind the
swimming pool.

Open spectator seating will be available upstairs. Come early to get
your favorite seat.

An outside courtyard area is available to relax and have lunch while
waiting for your child’s events. Small pop-up tents will be set-up to
provide shade. There are a few picnic tables and benches for your
use. You are welcome to bring your own bag/camp chair. Please
clean up after yourselves and do not leave children unattended in
this area.

Full concessions will be available on the first floor. With limited
seating. Drink concessions will also be available upstairs. Coolers
are not permitted in the facility.

Swimmer pick-up lanyards will be available on deck outside the
women’s and men’s locker rooms to pick-up younger children after
their events. See a deck safety personnel if you need a swimmer
pick-up lanyard. There are only a limited number available at a
time and are only to be used for this purpose. Please return your
lanyard to one of the safety personnel upon your departure from
the deck. Only pre-registered volunteers will have regular deck
access.

Volunteer timers from all teams need to bring a stop watch with
their team’s name clearly written on them.
