Welcome Wildcat coaches, managers and parents as we prepare for the upcoming 2009/2010 season.  Our 14th annual Ice Breaker Cup will be held November 5,6,7,8, 2009 offering the following divisions:  Peewee House League, Bantam House League, Intermediate House League, Atom B, BB Peewee BB, A, AA, Bantam BB, A, AA, Midget BB, A, AA, rep divisions.

This tournament is a fundraiser for all Wildcat teams.  Of course your team will need to fulfill its volunteer requirements in order to reap the benefits of what is, without question, the easiest fundraiser of the year!  (Obviously there are no guarantees of any profit, but last year each of our four Wildcat teams received from $6500 to $7600 each.

I have enclosed an application form and team roster form to be filled out and returned by October 1st.  New this season 2009—each Wildcat team will be required to pay for their team’s registration if your division does not have enough teams your fees will be returned to your team.
DEADLINE FOR WILDCAT TEAM REGISTRATION:  OCTOBER 1ST
Volunteers during the tournament will be expected to work in the following areas:  Admission, Registration, selling Souvenir Programs and the merchandise table.  We will not be having a raffle or 50/50 draw at the Rankin this year.   Each team must also submit a minimum of two $40 in Program Advertisements for each registered player.  All ad’s will be subject to a 25% hold back that goes into the general pot of the Ice Breaker Cup—to offset the cost of printing the program.  Any additional ad’s will be returned to the teams that hand them in-- to do so as they please with these funds—these ad’s are also subject to the 25% hold back.  Please note ads will be black and white.

DEADLINE FOR PROGRAM ADS:  OCTOBER 1 2009
NO ADS WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER THIS DATE
As always, the tournament committee will consist of representatives from each of the Wildcat teams.   The committee is responsible for the behind-the-scenes work and final preparations. Information on positions to be filled will be sent out to each team soon.  PERSONS ON THE COMMITTEE WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE TO WORK TEAM HOURS DURING THE TOURNAMENT; TEAM PARENTS SHOULD EXPECT TO WORK A MINIMUM OF 6-10 HOURS PER PLAYER. The team Rep’s most important duty is to keep your team updated on the status of the tournament and to develop clear communication with your coaches, parents and players.  The team Manager must attend our meetings to ensure positive communication between the committee and teams.
 If teams are unable to fill their required positions or their scheduled time during the tournament profits from the tournament will be withheld accordingly.

As always, your team’s share of the profits will be determined by how much money you bring into the tournament and how many of your required volunteer hours you actually fill.  Traditionally, teams that have gone way above and beyond their requirements receive a larger share of the profit.  I encourage your team to set your goals much higher than the standards we’ve set.  You won’t regret it!

If anyone has any questions, please direct them to your Ice Breaker Cup team representative; they can bring forward any questions or ideas you have at our next committee meeting. 

We hope to make the tournament schedule available October 26th…please prepare your volunteers for this.  Find out when they’re available to work during the weekend.  This year be prepared to work starting at 4:00pm on the Thursday, 10:00am Friday and will be using the Rankin, Rhodes (both pads) and possibly McMeeken, 8:00am-10:00pm Saturday, and 8:00-2:00pm on the Sunday.
