It is our greatest hope that all of our players will qualify for athletic scholarships and seek quality college educations.
BENEFITS

For those who have the passion and are willing to do everything it takes, the benefits of playing on IEBP are great.  All of our players are highly skilled and each is able to benefit from the synergy thereby created.  We are able to teach and execute advanced plays and strategies.  We have an exceptional coaching staff, play in quality facilities, and compete in local, regional, and national tournaments.  We are members of and compete in the Amateur Athletic Union (AAU) events, which is the highest level of youth basketball.

We train, coach, and mentor boys, ages eight to fourteen years old.

Most importantly, we grow together, not only in our basketball skills, but also in the spirit of brotherhood between our teammates.
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PLAYER COMMITMENT
IEBP is made of players who absolutely love the game of basketball with a passion.  IEBP players are willing to work hard to become the best players they can be.  Because we strive for excellence, playing with the IEBP Organization requires both time and financial commitments from the players and parents/guardians.
Players are required to perform daily conditioning drills, attend two weekly practices which are 1 ½ to 2 hours, and travel to two tournaments per month.

Daily drills require the player to show independence, initiative and self-discipline to follow through with the homework.  Parents are to ensure that your child follows through.
Sample Daily Drills

50 push-ups daily

25 made free throws daily
20 min. dribble w/weak hand 
50 leg lifts M-W-F
100 jump shots M-W-F
20 min. Inland dribble drill M-W-F
50 sit-ups T-Th

100 Inland lay up drills T-Th
20 min. defensive drills T-Th
PLAYING TIME POLICY

PLAY TIME IS AT THE COACHES DISCRETION

IEBP’s objective is to create a winning organization while developing the skills of our players.  We seek to provide a thorough knowledge and understanding of the game of basketball to our players.  
A team with a well-balanced group of players can spread playtime equally and not impact the flow of the game.  The hardest decision the coach will have is deciding who to play during tight situations because of the equal talents.

On the other hand, a team that is not so well-balanced can negatively impact the flow of the game, and ultimately loose if substitutions are made just for the sake of playtime.  Deciding who to play in a tight situation would be less difficult due to the unequal talent.  In this situation, you should expect the coach to play the most qualified or skilled player.
Playtime is earned, not automatically granted.  Players will influence their own playtime by the level of commitment, dedication, effort and performance the player demonstrates.
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MEMBERSHIP FEES 

The cost of playing AAU basketball is significantly higher than that of playing NJB and recreation leagues.  All IEBP Teams will require registration fees and monthly dues.  On occasion, tournament fees will also be required.  The organization will incur costs related to tournament fees, gym rental fees, AAU membership fees for the team, as well as individual coaches and players.  Other organization expenses include but are not limited to corporate fees, business license fees, communication fees, players and coaches uniforms, and consultant’s fees.
Membership fees are shared equally amongst all the players and are payable in full prior to the start of the season.  
· Registration fees are $250.00/player. The $250 registration fee will be collected at the beginning of the new season in fall of 2009.  We are not asking for this now.  

· Monthly dues are $50/player.  We are asking that upon registration, monthly dues be paid on or before the 15 of each month.  $40 of this will be deposited directly into a youth account.  $10 of this is sent to the general fund, maintained by James A. Jones Financial Secretary for IEBP. 
 Only players in good standing (having paid their registration & monthly dues) will be put onto the team roster or played.  Players who are delinquent in their registration or monthly dues could be replaced and lose their spot on the team.

Only players in good standing (having paid their registration, tournament fees, and monthly dues) will be put on the roster and/or played.  Players who are delinquent in their registration and/or monthly dues could be replaced and lose their spot on the team.  
All checks are payable to IEBP.  Checks are always welcome, but please note that if a check is returned, you are responsible for paying all returned check fees and checks will no longer be accepted.  Cashier’s check, Money Order, or cash will be the accepted forms of payment.  

The majority of the registration fees cover the cost of uniforms and AAU fees.* Tournament fees will be determined by the coaching staff, as tournament fees vary.  Tournament entry fees must be paid 1-2 months in advance, therefore timely payment of your monthly dues is a must.
ADDITIONAL COSTS

Travel expenses, gasoline, food, lodging, and airline expenses may be required for out-of-town tournaments and are not included in the team fees.  In most cases we will arrange for discounted or group rates to minimize these costs.

INDIVIDUAL/PRIVATE TRAINING

IEBP also provides individual training at an additional cost.  Here players can learn the finer points of the game and work on individual skills with an IEBP Trainer or any number of outside trainers recommended by the organization.  Individual training is available on a mutually agreed upon basis.  This is a great way to improve your playing skills in a hurry.  Contact your head coach to make arrangements.

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FUNDRAISING, SPONSORSHIPS, & DONATIONS

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TEAM GUIDELINES
As with any organization rules, policies and procedures are established to ensure and assist in obtaining our overall objectives and goals.  Therefore, discipline, dedication and commitment are required to be successful.

IEBP Rules, Policies, and Procedures are as follows:

Attendance Policy

· When unable to attend practice, advance notice is required (Not showing, without calling teaches our kids to be irresponsible and unreliable). If your child is unable to attend practice, please call or e-mail your coach, assistant coach, or team coordinator.

· When unable to attend a scheduled tournament, 30 days notice is required (we cannot be prepared to compete when we don’t know who’s playing).
· Players who miss a practice without notice may be required to sit out a quarter of the next scheduled event.

· Players who miss a scheduled event without prior notice may be required to sit out an entire half of the next scheduled event.

· Players should arrive at least 30 minutes early for scheduled events, tournaments, fundraisers, and other scheduled team activities.  Timely arrival to practice is a must!  Advanced notice of tardiness is required.  
· In the event of an emergency or unforeseen situation, you must contact your coach as soon as possible for an exception to these policies (your coach cannot be expected to track you down).  

· This team is a family and we all care and worry about you when you are absent.  Just keep us all informed, and all will be well.  (
Player Conduct
· Players are required to conduct themselves with good sportsmanship at all times.

· Respect towards both teammates and opponents are required at all times.

· Following these 5 guidelines will ensure a positive and productive environment for all:

· Be safe.

· Be responsible

· Be respectful

· Work hard

· Do your best.

· Fighting is prohibited at all times.

· Horseplay is prohibited at all times.

· Disrespect towards coaches, staff, or officials may result in a player’s dismissal from practice, an event or the team.

***Practice is the place and opportunity for all players to learn and excel.  Unnecessary talking and joking around by players prevents others from learning.  Please come to practice ready to work hard to advance you skills, knowledge, and understanding of basketball***

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PARENT/GUARDIAN CONDUCT
IEBP’s staff understands that parents often really “get into” games, and in some instances are more involved than the players themselves.  Additionally, we understand that parents will have varying perspectives.  For example some parents:

· Feel every game should be won at whatever cost

· Yell advice from the sidelines

· Are apprehensive that coaches may yell at their child

· Critique the coaches decisions harshly

· Argue with the officials

· Argue with the parents of the opposition

The list goes on.  At IEBP, what we advocate (and require) is a supportive and structured environment that is based in positive reinforcement.  Although AAU basketball is the highest level of competition, we want our players to enjoy themselves while competing.  We want to expand their love for the game.
Coaching can be very difficult when instructions are yelled from the stands.  Moreover, the instructions one yell to their child may be just the opposite of what the coach wants or needs.  Please refrain from “coaching” your child during games.
The conduct of our parents is just as important as that of our players and coaches.  We ask that you refrain from negative remarks and give positive feedback to the players during games and practice.  A simple “Good try!” or “You can do it!” can be just what a child needs during a game.
We want to instill in our young people the importance of good sportsmanship, a strong work ethic, and respect for their opponents and officials.  Always remember that they are children and will make mistakes, however, with hard work and discipline, their mistakes will decrease, confidence will increase, and your child will become the very best he can be.
Parents must be good examples at all times!
Remember bad behavior, profanity, demeaning of referees, disrespect of the opponent may result in penalties to our team and ejection from the event.  Repeated offenses may result in your child being dismissed from the program.
