Parent Code of Conduct
The essential elements of character-building and ethics in sports are embodied in the concept of sportsmanship, respect, and responsibility. 

Sportsmanship is an important part of youth development.  To become contributing, competent, and respected adults, youth must develop and learn values and integrity.  Sports are a great avenue to learn from; therefore we have a huge responsibility to make sure we are setting the standard.  Parents and supporters are asked to help children develop these values by setting good examples.  We must demonstrate sportsmanship and respect to all team members and opponents. 

In order to avoid incidents at any meetings (practices, games, tournaments or other events), the Parent Code of Conduct is to be adhered to by all spectators at all times.

Therefore I agree to:
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I (and my guests) will be a positive role model for my child and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect, courtesy, and demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, officials and spectators at every game, practice or other event. 
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I (and my guests) will not engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach, player, or parent such as booing and taunting; refusing to shake hands; or using profane language or gestures. 
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 I will refrain from any personal discussion with players during games or practices; in, out or around the dugout unless there is concern for injury or illness.  The coaching staff is in charge of the team during game and practice times. 
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I will refrain from coaching my child or other players during games and practices, unless I am one of the official coaches of the team. 
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I will not undermine the coaches’ instructions or directions. Positioning of players is a coach’s decision and is not open for discussion. 
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I will wait at least 24 hours after the tournament is over to discuss with the coach any questions/comments regarding activities during a tournament.  As coaches, parents, and adults we respect your viewpoints and want to resolve any issues at the right time which is at least one day following a tournament. 
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I will demand that my child will treat other players, coaches, officials and spectators with respect regardless of race, creed, color, sex or ability.
