 COACHING CONDUCT AND REGULATIONS
The objective of the Lyndhurst Jr bears football program is to provide youth football throughout the town of Lyndhurst New Jersey.

The objective of Lyndhurst Jr bears football program is: to inspire youth, regardless of race, color, creed, or national origin; to practice the ideals of health, citizenship and character; to bring our youth closer together through the means of common interest in sportsmanship and fair play; to impart to the game elements of safety, sanity, and intelligent supervision; and to keep the welfare of the player first, foremost and entirely free of adult lust for glory. 
 
Specific Purpose Lyndhurst Jr bears football program:
· To acquaint the players with the fundamentals of game of football and its rules,
· To teach the skill of running, throwing, blocking, tackling  and catching
 
· To teach, through the game, sportsmanship, love of the game and discipline. 

 
· To promote safe play throughout all divisions of play. 

 
 
The objective of Lyndhurst Jr bears football program is:

· To provide a wholesome, enjoyable experience of playing football for youths from ages 7 to 12 years of age, while teaching the basic fundamentals of the game, teamwork, good sportsmanship, discipline and response to leadership. 

 

· To encourage the players to maintain satisfactory grades in school and to emphasize the importance of keeping a proper relationship and balance between scholastic and athletic endeavors. 

 
· To provide a satisfying, rewarding experience for coaches, sponsors, and those persons administering the program through their relationships in teaching and working with youth. 

 
· To provide a well organized and implemented program that is appreciated and favorably received by the parents of the community
The primary goal of coaches should be the development of boys and girls to be better citizens. The players must be taught sportsmanship and fair play, and these teachings should always govern their behavior while at practice and at games. Coaches shall be responsible for the conduct of all players, members of the coaching staff and spectators. This includes the time periods before, during, and after league games and other events. Improper conduct, in the judgment of the game officials, on the part of the players, coaches or spectators may result in penalties, expulsion, and suspension or forfeiture of the game also the Lyndhurst Jr Bears football program requires that all youth football coaches submit to finger printing and allow the Lyndhurst Police department to Conduct a background check on all coaches, administrators and volunteers associated with the Lyndhurst Jr bears football program. 
Youth Football plays a vital role in encouraging physical, social and emotional growth of children. It is therefore essential coaches to encourage their youth football players to embrace the values of good sportsmanship, discipline and character development. 
 
1. The coach will not criticize players in front of spectators 

2. The coach will accept the decisions of officials 

3. The coach will not criticize the officials, the opposing team, the coaches, fans or parents, through language or gesture. 

4. The coach will emphasize that good athletes are good students, and both are physically and mentally alert. 
5. The coach will strive to make every football activity serve as a training ground for life, and as a basis for good mental and physical health. 

6. The coach will emphasize that winning a game is the result of teamwork. 

7. The coach shall not use abusive or profane language before anyone connected with the game. 

8. The coach will refrain from “running-up” the score against an opponent. This includes keeping in the first defense at all times. 
9. The coach shall not be under the influence of alcohol or dangerous drugs 

10. The coach will set an example in personal conduct at all times. 

11. The coach will treat each player, opposing coach, parent and administrator with respect and dignity. 
12. The coach will learn the strengths and weakness of his/her players so they s/he might place them into situations where they have a maximum opportunity to achieve success. 
13. The coach will protect the health and safety of his/her players by insisting that all of the activities under his/her control be conducted for their psychological and physiological welfare, rather than  interests of adults
These rules of conduct and regulations are here by agreed on By the coaching staff and administration of the Lyndhurst Jr bears football program and will be followed through out the 2007 season
