FLORIDA USSSA BASEBALL - Modified MLB Rules / Rules At A Glance

The following rules are provided as a courtesy. These rules are to be used as a quick reference in accordance with our supplemental tournament rules guidelines. For the complete tournament rules, download at www.floridausssabaseball.com.

Home Team 

· Home team determined by coin toss in pool play games.

· Highest seed is Home Team in bracket play thru Semi-finals.

· Championship game determined by higher seed.

Game Start Time 

· Official start time of game is when umpire calls “Play” just prior to the first pitch and not after the plate meeting. Umpires are to announce to both teams and the score keeper the official start time of the game.

Time Limit/Innings 

· 7U – 8U 1 hour, 30 minutes /6 innings

· 9U – 10U 1 hour, 45 minutes /6 innings

· 1 1U – 12U
1 hour, 45 minutes/6 innings

· 13U - 14U
1 hour, 50 minutes /7 innings

· 15U–18U
2hours/7innings

Tied Games 

· Only pool play games can end in a tie AFTER the regulation amount of innings have been played or the time limit has expired.

· International Tie Breaker Rule: Begins with the last out of the previous inning starting as a runner on 2nd base.

· NO GAMES ARE ALLOWED TO END IN A TIE DURING BRACKET PLAY – play as many innings necessary to determine a winner utilizing the International Tie Breaker Rule.

· CHAMPIONSHIP GAMES WILL NOT UTILIZE THE INTERNATIONAL TIE BREAKER RULE.

Balks

· 9U division – pitchers will be issued one warning in the game. Balks will be called after the warning. Only one warning per game.
· Balks are dead unless batter reaches first on a hit, a base on balls, a hit batter, or otherwise, and all other runners on base advance at least one base, in which case the play proceeds without reference to the balk.

Mercy Rule 

· 6 inning games – 15 runs after 3 innings, 8 runs after 4 innings.

· 7 inning games – 15 runs after 3 innings, 12 runs after 4 innings, 8 runs after 5 innings.

Designated Hitter and/or Extra Hitter 

· In all age divisions, an Extra Hitter (EH) will be allowed.

· In age groups 1 5U and above, a Designated Hitter (DH) can be utilized if an Extra Hitter (EH) is not utilized.

Courtesy Runners 

· If a team uses a Continuous Batting Order, the courtesy runner for the pitcher/catcher will be the player making the last recorded out.

· Teams with substitutes in their line up will utilize a player who is not currently in the game as their courtesy runner.

· In the 9U Division four outfielders may be used.

Pitching Restriction


   No Pitching restriction.

Bunting Rule:
· No Butcher-Boy play in 9u or 10u Division. 
· No squeeze play in the 9u div. 
· No Bunting with a runner on third base
· Penalty on the above mentioned rules a warning the first time an out there after.
