In past years we have had reports of inappropriate language, overly aggressive game-play, unnecessary arguments with the umpires, coaches belittling players, threats of physical confrontation and in general, unsportsman-like conduct.  I would refer each of you to our mission and vision statement included at the end of this letter.  Nowhere in that mission does it say, "Win at all costs".  What it does say is that we "...will organize, promote, supervise, and support participation in youth baseball and fast-pitch softball in a way that promotes the confidence, sportsmanship, and enjoyment of children. We will do this by creating an environment that promotes fun and good values".
 

Baseball is a competitive sport, even in a recreational setting.  In being competitive, it is incumbent that all of us--coaches, parents, and umpires--remember the core mission and visions of the league. In general, we should strive to exemplify the values we wish to inspire in our children.  To do this, we must control our competitive spirits and address one another with respect and courtesy at all times.  We must teach our players the skills to play the game effectively and recognize that it is not always right to capitalize on every weakness an opposing team may exhibit, thus allowing the development of the opposing team's skills, as well.  Today's weaknesses are tomorrow's strengths, if we collectively approach the league's mission as a set of common values, beyond the individual competitive context.
