CODE OF CONDUCT

LBYO has adopted a Code of Conduct applicable to all players, coaches and other volunteers of Liberty Bell Youth Association.  This code contains provisions which outline the standards of conduct expected of all Liberty Bell members.

Many organizations in the for-profit sectors have requirements similar to LBYO’s. Code of Conduct.  Athletic associations and non-profit organizations have a similar duty to the donors, members and affiliated sport leagues, which support them.  In meeting this duty, it is essential that the action of all coaches and players  be above reproach.

Attached you will find a copy of the LBYO Code of Conduct for your records. Guidelines for interpretation of the Code, and a Code of Conduct certification for your signature is attached.

LBYO CODE OF CONDUCT

LBYO is a highly regarded, youth organization providing sporting activities  to children between the ages of 4-19.  LBYO has always expected the highest ethical performance from its volunteers..  Over the past several years, however, the conditions under which LBYO are provided have changed dramatically.  Externally, there has been a nationwide trend toward outlandish behavior in all areas of the country. Internally, LBYO has undergone a major expansion in children served, facilities and programming.  Together, these trends demand that renewed attention be given to the conduct of those who represent LBYO.

In an effort to maintain the highest standards with respect to the Board of LBYO and League affiliates and to enable LBYO to continue to offer athletic competition to our members.  we have adopted the following Code of Conduct, applicable to all players, coaches and other volunteers.

No volunteer, player or coach:

1. Publicly invoke the forfeit, cancellation or discontinuance of any LBYO game due to his or her actions by cursing, arguing or issuing unfair criticism toward an umpire for any reason.  If an umpire calls a forfeit or cancels the game being played, the coach, parent or volunteer will be considered in violation of the Code of Conduct policy.
2. Operate in any manner that is contrary to the best interests of LBYO. A personal commitment to integrity in all circumstances benefits each individual as well as the organization.  
CODE OF BUSINESS CONDUCT

Obey the Law

LBYO coaches and volunteers are expected to conduct agency operations in accordance with all local, state and federal laws.

Business Conduct Statement

LBYO coaches and volunteers have a responsibility to preserve and enhance the integrity of our organization.  We have earned an excellent reputation in the community over a long period of time and have high standards of conduct in dealing with umpires and other organization. The organization is committed to maintaining these standards and complying with all laws that affect LBYO.  However, we cannot do this without your help.

Each of us should avoid even the appearance of impropriety or wrongdoing and, at all times, conduct LBYO business in compliance with applicable law(s) which, in some cases, may carry state and/or federal penalties for the organization as well as for any involved employee.  If you become aware of any behavior that you think may be a violation of LBYO’s standards of conduct, you should speak with the President immediately. 

LBYO will not tolerate any retaliation against any employee who, in good faith, reports what he/she believes to be a violation of LBYO’s standards of conduct.
Disciplinary Action

Violation of LBYO’s standards of conduct by any parent ,coach or volunteer will be result in an immediate four game suspension.  The suspension starts from the game he or she was thrown out continuing for the next three games. This suspension will run concurrent with any league affiliate ‘s suspensions.  If the league affiliates suspension exceeds LBYO’s disciplinary action then the league affiliates decision will become the governing suspension.
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
