LCN Annual August All-Star Tournament

9 Year Old Rules

Notice to Coaches, Players and Fans

LCN Baseball League sponsors this Tournament to provide our youth the opportunity to compete and learn all the valuable lessons athletic competition provides. We will not tolerate abusive or

belligerent behavior by anyone directed at the umpire, officials, opponents or fans. Anyone ejected from a game will be removed from the complex for the duration of the Tournament.

1. All eligible players must not exceed the age of 9 prior to May 1st.

2. Team roster must be turned in prior to your first game. Copies of birth certificates must be available for review at the time of registration.

3. All Cal Ripken/Babe Ruth rules will be in effect except as modified below.

4. No bat drop requirements.

5. Each player must play at least 2 innings (6 outs) defensively prior to the completion of the fifth inning.

6. The batting order shall consist of all roster players present. Late players will be

added to the bottom of the order.

7. Free substitution for all players excluding the pitcher. The batting order must remain the same.

8. Teams will bat until there are 3 outs.

9. Pitching distance will be 46 feet and the baselines will be 60 feet.

10. Pitchers may pitch a maximum of 6 innings in back to back games. Once a player is removed from the pitching position, he may not re-enter as a pitcher. One pitch thrown constitutes an inning.

11. Managers may go to the mound 2 times per pitcher, per inning. The third trip will result in removal of the pitcher.

12. There shall be no balks.

13. 10 defensive players will be permitted with a minimum of 4 outfielders.

14. There shall be no leading off. A runner may steal 2nd or 3rd after the ball crosses home plate. Any runner leaving the base prior to the ball crossing home plate will be called out. ***(unless any player with the ball makes a play on a runner at any base, runners may advance at their own risk.)

15. There are only two ways a runner from third base can advance home: being forced in due to base on balls or by a batted ball. ***(unless any player with the ball makes a play on a runner at any base, runners may advance at their own risk including third to home.)

16. Catchers are not required to hold onto 3rd strike. Batter is automatically out. Runners may advance at their own risk.

17. The duration of a game will be six innings or a 1 hour 45 minute time limit. The umpire will announce the official game time prior to the first pitch. No inning will begin after the time limit has been reached. At the moment the 3rd out is achieved in the bottom of an inning, the next inning is considered started. In the event inclement weather is encountered, the Tournament Director may alter the time limit. A game may end in a tie during the round robin schedule if time limit has expired.

18. International tiebreaker will be used during bracket games.

19. A mercy rule will be implemented if a team is winning by 10 or more runs after 4 complete innings or 3 ½ innings if Home team is ahead.
20. No metal spikes.

21. If there are two outs, a courtesy runner may be utilized for the pitcher and catcher. The replacement runner will be the last out.

22. Umpires will have complete control of the game. Protests will be settled immediately by tournament officials.

23. Home team will be determined by a coin flip during round robin. Higher seed will be home team during bracket games.
24. All umpires, game balls and trophies will be supplied by LCN Baseball.

25. Individual trophies will be given to first and second place. Max 13 per team.
26. The home team will be responsible for keeping the official scorebook.

Tiebreaker Rules:
1. Head to head competition.

2. Fewest runs allowed.

3. Run differential in each game played.

4. Most runs scored.

5. Sudden death playoff, time permitting.

6. Coin Flip.

In the event of a three way tie and the teams involved beat each other then tiebreaker 1 is eliminated.
