PARENT, COACH & SPECTATOR CODE OF CONDUCT
Few youth sports programs are successful without the positive support of parents.  In our effort to provide a positive athletic environment for the youth, volunteer coaches, officials and spectators of Long Hill, below is the Long Hill Township Baseball Softball Association’s Code of Conduct.  As parents we ask that you abide by these rules and guidelines.

1. Please read the Long Hill Township Baseball Softball Code of Conduct and keep for your records.

2. Please sign your child’s registration form to acknowledge that you have read and accepted the Code of Conduct.

3.   Those who fail to abide by the Code of Conduct rules and guidelines may be subject to disciplinary action.

I therefore agree that:

1. I will not force my child to participate in sports.
2. I will remember that children participate to have fun and that the game is for youth, not adults.

3. I will inform the coach of any physical disability or ailment that may affect the safety of my child or the safety of others.
4. I will use common sense and hold my child out of practices or games when he/she is ill or infectious to others.
5. I will learn and respect the rules of the game and the policies of the league.

6. I (and my guests) will be a positive role model(s) for my child and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect and courtesy, and by demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, officials and spectators at every game, practice or other sporting event.
7. I (and my guests) will not engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach, player, or parent such as booing and taunting, refusing to shake hands, or using profane language or gestures.

8. I will not encourage any behavior or practices that would endanger the health and well being of the athletes.

9. I will teach my child to play by the rules and to resolve conflicts without resorting to hostility or violence.

10. I will demand that my child treat other players, coaches, officials and spectators with respect regardless of race, creed, color, sex or ability.

11. I will teach my child that doing one's best is more important than winning, so that my child will never feel defeated by the outcome of a game or his/her performance.

12. I will praise my child for competing fairly and trying hard, and make my child feel like a winner every time.

13. I will never ridicule or yell at my child or other participants for making a mistake or losing a competition.

14. I will emphasize skill development and practice and how they benefit my child over winning.
15. I will promote the emotional and physical well being of the athletes ahead of any personal desire I may have for my child to win.

16. I will respect the officials & coaches and their authority during games, will never question, discuss, or confront officials & coaches at the game field, and will take time to speak with coaches at an agreed upon time and place.

17. I will demand a sports environment for my child that is free from drugs and alcohol, and I will refrain from their use at sports events.

18. I will refrain from on field coaching of my child or other players during games and practices, unless I am one of the official coaches of the team.

I agree that if I fail to abide by the aforementioned rules and guidelines, I may be subject to disciplinary action that could include, but is not limited to the following:
· Verbal warning from game official, head coach, and / or Long Hill Baseball Softball Board member

· Written warning from Long Hill Baseball Softball Board member

· Parental Game Suspension (after a written warning)

· Parental Season Suspension (after a game suspension)

Long Hill Township Baseball Softball All-Star Program
The Long Hill Baseball Softball summer all-star program runs from early June through the end of July each year.  We enter our teams in several different leagues throughout central NJ, with most games played within a 30 minute drive of Long Hill Township.  Some teams participate in tournaments that may require more travel.  The number of games can range between 15 and 30, depending upon age, talent level, and tournaments.

Here’s some general information to provide a clear understanding of how the all-star program operates:

· All-star coaches are selected by the Long Hill Baseball Softball Board of Directors for their baseball experience, professionalism, and commitment to developing players’ skills.  All coaches are evaluated at the end of each season to determine their eligibility for the following season.

· All-star players are selected by the all-star coaches, with feedback from the recreational coaches, based upon their evaluation during the spring rec season.  As a standard practice, the league does not hold all-star tryouts, except for the senior boys program.  We believe that it is better to evaluate a child’s baseball skills over the course of the spring season rather than during a several hour workout, which can be stressful for the kids and difficult for the coaches to judge a child’s full talents.

· A child must participate in at least 70% of Long Hill recreational games to be eligible.

· Participation on an all-star team does not guarantee any child a place on next year’s team.  All players are re-evaluated year to year.

· The Boys program has baseball teams for 8, 9, 10, 11 and 12 year olds.  In addition, Long Hill combines with Warren, Green Brook, and Watchung to form 13 and 14 year old teams.  Some age groups have a second team if there are enough qualified players and coaches to create a competitive team.

· The Girls program has softball teams for 8 & under, 10 & under, 12 & under, and 14 & under.

· Participation on an all-star team requires a full commitment from the players, coaches, and families for all of June and July.  Playoffs can run up to July 31st, but typically will not extend into August.  Family vacations, participation in other sports, and any other conflicts that limit anyone’s availability may preclude a child or coach from being selected for a team.  Games are played on weeknights and weekends, and schedules often change due to weather and conflicts.  Flexibility is mandatory.

· Teams typically consist of 10 to 14 players, and the size of each team is at the total discretion of its coach.

· Boys all-star teams are traditionally selected by May 15th, with games beginning as early as the first week of June.  Girls teams typically follow 1-2 weeks later. 

· The cost per child is $200 for girls and $250 for boys, and increases marginally each year.  This fee includes uniforms, league & umpire fees, one tournament, and other miscellaneous costs.  Teams may choose to enter additional tournaments, however registration fees are the responsibility of the team.
