“COACHING CRITERIA”


The following criteria are guidelines to be used when selecting softball coaches for the Line Drive Sports Organization.  Realizing that growth and opportunity changes may arise; it is the intent of the LDS board of directors to closely follow the supporting criteria.  In all matters concerning coaching positions within the LDS program the decisions by the elected board shall be final.

· Board to determine head coach position annually. 

· Goal will be to pick qualified parents of participants as coaches first.

· Coaching positions should not be long term, within reason. Current head coaches shall have first opportunity to accept an open head coach position for the following year if they have a daughter playing on the team with the opening. (Good to have coaches move up grades when possible.  This will help maintain positive youth progression and cohesiveness.)

· Coaches are to have a philosophy consistent with the LDS program with regards to teaching and techniques.  (I.E.) Learning the basics. 
· (However, coach shall not be limited to only LDS teachings.)

· Coach may elect up to 3 official assistant coaches.  As a matter of courtesy, names shall be submitted to the LDS board for verbal approval.  Other parents are encouraged to help in any other roles desired by the head coach. (I.E.) Statistician. 

· LDS board will reserve the right to do background checks on all coaching candidates and helpers should the need arise. 

· All active coaches shall become CPR certified and or be trained in first aide including sports training.  These options will be available and paid for by the LDS program.

· Head coach will be in complete charge of his or her team within the rules established by the LDS program.

· Coaches will have the opportunity to attend clinics and other beneficial events sponsored by the LDS and are strongly encouraged to attend.

· Coaches at all times must understand we are visitors on Midland City Parks & Recreation grounds and must handle themselves accordingly.

· All field events must be pre-approved between the LDS board. 
· Under no circumstance shall a coach reschedule games or special events without consulting an appropriate member of the LDS board. 

· Any and all scrimmages outside the normally scheduled events must first have LDS board approval.
· Head Coach is responsible for the annual return of all equipment as assigned by the equipment coordinator.  Failure to comply will result in penalties assigned by LDS. 

As an interested coaching candidate I have read and accepted the above guidelines

with regards to coaching in the Line Drive Sports Organization.  I also understand that at any time the board of directors may review my coaching appointment status and with sufficient reason may arrange for my removal from such positions.
