Chestnut Hill wins in a rout
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Rashad Campbell rushed for 170 yards on 18 carries and two touchdowns to lead Chestnut Hill Academy to a 35-7 win over host Lower Moreland in Independence League football yesterday.

The Blue Devils (5-1 overall, 4-0 league), in first place alone with three league games to play, lost a shutout bid on a long, fourth-quarter touchdown pass by the Lions (3-3, 3-2).

Campbell, a 5-foot-7, 150-pound sophomore, scored on a 4-yard run in the first quarter and added a 1-yard scoring blast in the third quarter.

Tyler Ahrenhold, a 6-1, 170-pound junior, chipped in with 11 carries for 63 yards and two scores, and Anthony Giovanazzo carried the ball eight times for 56 yards and scored a touchdown.

None of the Chestnut Hill touchdown runs covered more than six yards.

The Blue Devils' defense has allowed just one touchdown in its last three games, and the offense has averaged 41.6 points a game, outscoring its opponents by 208-40 since a 16-8 opening-day loss to Episcopal Academy.

The game had been postponed Saturday because of wet fields.
