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ARTICLES OF FRANCHISING

TEXAS INTERCITY FOOTBALL, INC. (TIFI)

Pursuant to Article IV of the Conference Bylaws of TIFI, we understand and agree to

comply with the following Articles of Franchising. We also agree to submit our official

TIFI Franchise Application form with a notarized copy of our current Booster Club

Bylaws to our parent Conference annually, at, or before, its general meeting in April.

1. The official name of this Booster Club for all IRS and State Tax purposes is:

2. We agree that the name Texas Intercity Football, Inc., the word TIFI or TIF, or any emblem, logo or representation thereof, shall not be used in any manner or for any purpose except as shall be permitted by the respective Conference Board of Directors of Texas Intercity Football, Inc.

We agree to teach, encourage, support and display good conduct and sports

manship at all Booster Club activities.

4. Scholastic ratings and grade average standards are left to the judgement of the individual Booster Clubs and parents as factors of eligibility.

3.

We agree that our Booster Club will be governed by the current published TIFI Bylaws, TIFI Rules and Regulations and Conference Bylaws.

6. We fully understand and agree that the President of our Booster Club or, in his absence, or one of this Club's elected ed representatives shall in all instances act as our spokesman and representative and will be held responsible for all administrative and field activities. We also understand that representation at scheduled and called or emergency Conference meetings is compulsory. It is understood that failure to be represented is grounds for monetary and voting penalties. Written proxies are honored by the! Conference Board, under limited circumstances only.

7. There shall be no geographic limits covered by this Franchise.

8. It is understood and agreed that our Booster Club will operate as a non‑profit organization and will comply with all IRS, state and local government requirements and laws regarding taxes, funding, operation, government, etc. These requirements of taxing agencies are included in our Bylaws. An audit report/ certificate/financial statement for the previous year will be on file with our parent Conference (TIFI) prior to submittal of this application.

9. It is further understood and agreed that scheduling of games and furnishing of game officials shall be the responsibility and authority of the respective Conference. Payment of said officials is the responsibility of the Conference using its general fund as budgeted.

10. We agree to furnish an up‑to‑date roster of this Club's Executive Committee (all elected and appointed Officers and Directors), including titles, addresses and phone numbers; keeping it current at all times. Our current roster is included on, or is attached to, our submitted TIFI Franchise Application form. Asterisks (') denotes members with check signature authority.

11. We also agree to furnish the respective TIFI Conference a copy of any subsequent changes or updates to our submitted Booster Club Bylaws as they are adopted by the Booster Club. We understand that our Booster Club Bylaws as submitted to Conference wilt be signed and dated by our Booster Club President and recording Secretary. They will be notarized.

12.
Booster Club name, colors, insignia, logo, art work or other design shall be determined by this Booster Club`but shall be coordinated with the Conference. In case of conflict or dispute, the respective Conference Board of Directors shall have final authority.

13. Total responsibility for providing regulation individual and team playing equipment (as determined by TIFI) lies with this Booster Club.

14. We understand and agree that certain pro‑rata assessments are made annually by the respective TIFI Conference to finance the operations and functions of the Conference for the current season. For all intent and purpose, this amount shall be considered the franchise assessment and shall be submitted to Texas Intercity Football, Inc. (Treasurer) as prescribed by the Conference Board of Directors.

We also agree to submit individual accident insurance premiums to Texas Intercity Football, Inc. (Treasurer) as prescribed by the Conference Board before participation in the first scheduled game of the season. It is understood that no child is eligible for participation of any nature in TIFI until insured through the Conference.

15. This Booster Club will submit the original copy of each football player's registration form to the Conference Athletic Director. We will also submit the original copy of each drill team registration form to the Conference Drill Director. This Club shall also retain a copy of each boy's and each girl's registration form and agrees to furnish said copy to the Conference immediately upon request.

16. It is understood that this Booster Club will pay all Conference Board approved assessments and premiums due from the previous season before the franchise becomes effective. It is also understood that no Club is eligible for post‑season activity if in arrears at the time of the event unless a waiver of this deadline is approved by two‑thirds (2/3) majority of the Conference voting membership.

17. It is agreed that no Officer, Director, coach or other official of this Booster Club shall simultaneously be a member of any other football program involving children of the same age bracket as this Club.

18.
Violation of any part of this franchise may be grounds for the Conference Directors to revoke subject franchise at any time before, during or after season play. However, no franchise may be revoked without the expressed and written approval of at least two‑thirds of all Booster Clubs of the respective Conference.

19.
It is understood that this franchise in in effect for one (1) year, from the date


approved by the Conference through April 15 of the following calendar year.

Texas Intercity Football, Inc. was organized with the intent of de‑centralizing authority and providing the individual Booster Club with the latitude and decision making power essential to the promotion of sportsmanship among young people and the healthy development of young minds, rather than the gratification of any individual adult or group of adults.

We understand that one completed Franchise Application form is due to the Conference at or before the April Conference general meeting and, if approved, will be in effect until April 15 of the next calendar year.
