LaMarque Tigers/Tigerettes Booster Club

By-Laws 2009 Season

Article I

Name

Section 1.  The name of this organization shall be the LaMarque Tigers/Tigerettes Booster Club, Hereinafter referred to as the Booster Club.

Section 2. This name, in full, will be used in all tax matters. This club is a member of Texas intercity Football, Inc.

Section 3. This Booster Club shall be a non-profit organization and shall comply with all laws governing non-profit organizations.

Section 4. The color of the Booster Club shall be Gold and Black, with White being used as a neutral color.

Article II

Purpose

Section 1.  To teach and instruct the basic fundamentals of football, drill and cheer to the boys and girls in the local area, providing them with the necessary instruction by which they can better understand the game of football or the concepts of drill/cheer.

Section 2. To provide the recreational facilities with which young boys and girls can utilize their natural athletic abilities.

Section 3. To develop poise, grace, and coordination in the young ladies and men of the local area, as well as instill self-confidence.

Section 4. To teach loyalty and respect, as well as encourage good sportsmanship, leadership, and responsibility the boys and girls in the local area.

Section 5. Assist in the building of general community pride in our youth.

Article III

Membership

Section 1. A Member is considered a person who has paid either Booster Club membership fees of $15.00 or Registration fees for a participating child in full. Registration fees entitle both parents to full voting membership in the booster club. Grandparents, friends and relatives must pay the booster club fee to have voting rights.

Section 2.  Volunteer Coaches (those with out participating children) will have full voting rights. 

Section 3. There will be no refunds of Booster Club fees or registration fees at any time (except with the president’s approval).

Section 4. The Booster Club may deny, revoke, or suspend membership of any member by majority vote at any regular or special meeting.

Section 5. The Booster Club shall not discriminate in any way due to race, national origin, religion, or sex.

Article IV

Government

Section 1. The governing body of the Booster Club shall be under the supervision and Control of the voting members.

Section 2.  All meetings (except for special meetings called by the President) shall be held once every month at a designated location.

Section 3. Robert’s Rule of Order shall govern the proceedings of all meetings.

Section 4. The elected officers of the Booster Club shall be:

President, Vice President, Secretary, and the Treasurer

Section 5. All terms of the officers shall be for two years, beginning January 1st thru December 31st. All officers shall be eligible for re-election. The offices of President and Secretary will be re-elected on odd years and the offices of Vice President and Treasurer will be re-elected on even years.
Section 6. The President shall fill any appointed positions un-expired term, by appointment.

Section 7. Each year the President shall make appointment of the following offices:

· Athletic Director
· Assistant Athletic Director
· Drill Director
· Concession Stand Manager
· Equipment Manager 
· Trainer.

Section 8. The elected officers along with the appointed officials shall comprise the Executive Board.

Section 9. No person shall hold more than one (1) office.

Section 10. The Executive Board shall appoint an individual to fill the term of an elected officer who resigns before his/her term expires.

Section 11. Removal from office of an elected officer shall require a 2/3 vote of the voting membership, at a called meeting with 7 days notification by mail.

Section 12. Duties of the officers are as follows:

President:  Shall act as chairman for all regular and special Booster Club Meetings. The President shall be the Chairman of the Executive Board. The President, with the help of the Executive Board, shall supervise the over all business and administration of the Booster Club. He/She shall act as the tiebreaker on any and all tie votes. Also, he/she shall appoint all appointed officers, make executive decisions in an emergency situation, and advise the board as to action taken.

Vice-President: Shall assume the duties of the President in his/her absence.

Secretary: Shall act as recording secretary at all Booster Club meetings and Executive Board meetings. The secretary shall attend to all necessary correspondence of the Booster Club. The Secretary shall maintain all records from the monitor boards, making sure after every game they are signed by officials and monitors and mailed to T.I.F.I. within the proper time limit.

Treasurer: The Executive Board Designate custodian of all funds for the Booster Club to be kept on deposit in the bank. Disbursement of the Booster Club funds shall be the responsibility of the Treasurer and the President. The Treasurer shall provide financial reports covering all monies at all Booster Club Meetings.  And receipts collected must be deposited within 3 days with appropriate designation as to where the funds came from.

Athletic Director: Shall be the overall authority in all-coaching matters, and shall have authority to conduct the program for all the teams. The athletic director is not to coach on any team but see to the needs of all the teams. The Athletic Director shall appoint a head coach for each team and assistant coach for each team. The President shall approve these positions. The Athletic Director shall be under the direction of the President.

Assistant Athletic Director: Shall assume the duties of the AD in his/her absence.

Head Coaches: Shall have authority and responsibility to conduct/oversee the athletic program for his/her team, under the direction of the AD and President.

Assistant Coaches: Shall assume the duties designated by the Head Coach.

Drill Team Director: Shall have the authority in all Drill/Cheer Team matters. He/she shall have full authority and responsibility to conduct the drill/cheer team. The Director shall appoint assistants and choreographers who must be approved by the President. The Drill Team Director shall be under the direction of the President. 

Assistant Drill Team Director:  Shall assume the duties designated by the Drill Director.

Player Agent: Shall receive registration fees on official registrations dates.  He/she shall also keep an up-date roster of each team and the Booster Club membership. Also make sure all scores are called in at the right time.  Player agent shall be the mediator between coaches, players, and parents.  NOTE: The Treasure will be responsible for depositing ALL monies received.

Concession Stand Manger: Shall have overall authority to purchase and operate the concession stand at all home games. The President or his/her designee must approve ALL purchases. The Concession Stand Manager is also responsible for purchasing all supplies and food needed for any fund raising project. NOTE: The Treasurer will be responsible for depositing ALL monies received.

Equipment Manager: Shall be responsible for issuing and receiving all equipment from coaches. He/she will notify the President when equipment is needed. He/she will be responsible for the purchasing and maintenance of all equipment upon approval of the president.
Section 13. All elected and appointed officials are required to be at all practices, games, Booster Club and outside functions.  If this is not abided by without an excuse approved by the President, that person could be fined $5.00 for each missed function.  That person will not be able to participate as a Coach or Board member until the fine or fines have been paid.

Section 14. All coaches will be required to have a whistle at all practices. Any coach that does not have a whistle at practice will be required to sit out of practice until he/she obtains one.
Article V
Committee

Section 1. The Booster Club President shall appoint a Chairman to any Committees subject to approval by the Booster Club Executive Board.

Section 2. Each chairman after appointment and approval shall select two members to serve on his/her committee.

Section 3. The Booster Club President shall act as an advisor to all committees.

Article VI

Registration

Section 1. These by-laws and any section thereof may be amended by a 2/3 vote of the Booster Club. The Executive Board at any duly constituted meeting can submit the amendments provided the Secretary has been notified and the President has been informed. The proposal will then be inserted under new business on the agenda of the next Booster Club meeting for approval.

Section 2. Each year the by-laws of this Booster Club will be revised and updated for the use of the LaMarque Tiger/Tigerettes Booster Club.

Section 3. The registration fee will be $150.00 for football and $200.00 for drill. Cheer will require additional funding from the participants. 

Section 4. No registration fees shall be refunded without the president’s approval.

Article VI

Dissolvement

Section 1. Upon the decision of the Booster Club to dissolve: The Booster Club after paying or making provisions to pay all the liabilities of the Booster Club shall dispose of all assets of the club exclusively for the purpose of the Booster Club. Disposal shall be to such organizations operated exclusively for charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes and who at the time qualify as an exempt organization under Section 501- (3) of the Internal Revenue code of 1954. Or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law, as the Booster Club shall determine. A court of comment jurisdiction of the county in which the principle office of the Booster Club is the n located shall dispose of any assets not disposed of.  Exclusively, for such purposes to such organization or organizations, as said court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes?
