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Club Rules

1. All members must wear proper tennis attire and shoes. Players must NOT remove their tennis shirts while playing.

2. No food or drink on the courts (except for water).

3. The club fosters a strict members-only policy (guests may play for a small fee). All members must wear their SHOE TAG, or a guest fee will be charged.

4. Regular programs are limited to 3-4 courts.

5. Please do not leave young children unattended on the Club property.

6. MTC uses the NTRP system to rate all members. Members are advised to be rated to participate in events. If you need to be rated, please contact the Pro. There is no charge for this service.

7. Priority Hours:

· Adults have priority weeknights after 7pm [Adults and Juniors playing together are welcome during this time]

· Juniors have priority on weekdays 4-7pm, and Saturday, 9-1pm (3 courts) [Juniors and Adults playing together are welcome during this time]

· Women’s intercounty matches have priority 9am-1pm, Mondays & Wednesdays (all 6 courts)

· Mixed intercounty matches have priority 7pm-10pm, Thursdays (3 courts)

· Mixed intercounty practices have priority 9am-1pm, Sundays (3 courts)

· Mens/Ladies round robin matches have priority 7-10pm, Mondays & Sundays (3-4 courts)

· Houseleague matches have priority 7-10pm, Tuesday & Wednesday (3 courts starting June)
PUBLIC Hours

1. Non-members may play, but only during Public Hours posted on the fence of the North 3 courts (courts 4-6). Hours are Saturday and Sunday from 4-6pm, courts 4-6 only. Cost is $5/person.

2. Guests of members can play outside these hours if accompanied by that member, at a cost of $5/guest/day.
Court Reservations

Courts cannot be reserved ahead of time. Simply drop by the Club to play keeping the following policy in mind: 

1. All players should register with the monitor at the Clubhouse before commencing play on any court. This allows the monitor to validate membership, and block the time off on the reservation board to ensure it does not conflict with any other activities. When monitors are not on duty and the Clubhouse is closed, members are free to use whatever courts are available.

2. A court may be used for one period at a time (45 minute periods for singles, 60 minute periods for doubles, 30 minutes if courts are busy and members are waiting).

3. If conflicts do arise, please attempt to resolve them between yourselves. In situations where this is not possible, attempt to resolve with the monitor on duty. 

4. MTC reserves the right to block off certain courts and times for organized activities (eg: intercounty team matches, lessons, social events, etc.).
Monitor On Duty (May 1 to Labour Day Weekend)


Weekdays:
6:00pm to 10:00pm


Weekends:
8:00am to Noon, 6pm – 10pm
During these times, the Clubhouse and all 6 courts are open. Outside these hours the Clubhouse may be closed and Courts 1-3 may be locked, but Courts 4-6 are accessible via a combination lock system. You must be a member to obtain the security access code.

On-Court Rules

1. If you have doubts as to whether a ball is out or good, you must give your opponent the benefit and play the ball as good. You should NOT play a let.

2. It is your obligation to call all balls on your side of the net, to help your opponent make calls when the opponent requests it, and to call against yourself any ball that you can clearly see out on your opponent’s side of the net.

3. Any ‘out’ or ‘let’ call must be made immediately; made before either an opponent has hit the return or the return has gone out of play. Otherwise, the ball continues in play.

4. If you call a ball out and then realize that it was good, you must correct your call.

5. To avoid controversy over the score, the server should announce the set score before starting a game and the game score prior to serving each point. The server should keep score.

6. If players cannot agree on the score, they may go back to the last score on which there was agreement and resume play from that point.

7. Loud, abusive, or profane language, racquet throwing, or hitting balls indiscriminately is strictly prohibited.

8. Do NOT retrieve balls from another court so as to interrupt play on that court.

ALL MEMBERS accept the aforementioned rules and regulations by registering at the Markham Tennis Club. Failure to abide by said rules and regulations may result in termination of one’s membership.
