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Junior Opening Day

To get the season started, Junior Opening Day, held the 1st Saturday in May, allows all kids ages 5-18 to meet the Club Pro and participate in some fun tennis activities. A complimentary BBQ is also provided. In past years we have had over 60 kids and their parents join in on the fun, so please do come on out!

Junior Programs

The program begins in early May with a series of group lessons, at unbeatable rates, for all levels of ability. Contact the Club Pro for more information.

The Junior Houseleague starts in early June and runs for 6 weeks. In past years the demand has been so great, sessions were offered on Tuesdays (intermediate) and Thursdays (beginner). A 2nd session starting mid Aug is scheduled if there is interest. This is a great chance to meet new juniors and play on a regular basis, even if you don't know anyone! This program is geared towards kids ages 10-18 who can play full court tennis. Look for signup sheets in the Clubhouse starting Opening Day.

The Adult/Junior Tournament has been a popular event in past years. Adults and juniors are partnered up through a public draw made before each round of matches. Each adult participant is guaranteed 3 matches, and each junior gets 4 matches, played with no-ad scoring. All matches are 45 minutes in length. To encourage parity and competitive matches, the tournament adopts a handicap system.  Check the events brochure to dates and cost.

MTC continues to have a strong Junior Boys A Team. The team  plays each Saturday morning, for a total of about 10 matches. Our Club Pro provides coaching to the team, and dedicated parents provide all the organization. To be part of this exciting team, come out for tryouts in late April. 

Junior Tennis Camps are offered in July and August. Each camp session runs 1-4pm, Monday-Friday, and is designed for kids ages 5-18 years, beginner to advanced. There is a 6-8 children-per-instructor ratio. Drills and games are designed to help improve all aspects of game. Younger kids develop ball and racquet control, basic technique on forehand, backhand and serve, and basic game understanding. Older and more advanced players reinforce their serve, baseline and net play technique. The Friday of each week is Tournament Day, where the younger players learn scoring and rules, play mini-tennis, while the more experienced players learn positioning and strategy, participating in an actual tournament. Please book early so you can get the dates and times convenient for you and your children.

The Junior Yearend Tournament is held late August, and allows all junior members the chance to show off their singles and doubles tennis skills that they have fine tuned over the summer.

Adult Opening Day

Come on out in late April or early April and kick the season off to a great start! In past years we have had over 50 in attendance, rotating matches every 30 minutes. This time also gives new or returning members a chance to ask questions, meet the executive and the Club Pro, and signup for their favourite activity. Event includes a complimentary BBQ.

Adult Programs

The Adult Houseleague continues to attract new and existing members, because it offers regular doubles tennis play every week for most of the summer (at least 12 weeks of play), in a non-competitive and friendly environment. The Club Pro holds a “placement” session in mid May in order to determine the best spot for participants; either the intermediate/advanced league on Wednesday or the Tuesday night beginner/intermediate league. With 24-36 participants in each league, the game format is 2 sets, full set format. Signup Online at our website.

As with the Juniors, our Pro continues to offer group and private lessons for all adults, beginning in early May. As well, there are the usual assortment of weekly activities like the ever-popular Men's/Mixed/Ladies night on Mondays and Ladies Round Robins on Tuesday mornings. Yearend Championships take place late August or early September, and allow all members to sign up for various doubles matches complemented by great food and wonderful prizes.

Intercounty Teams

Competitive team tryouts take place in April. For those experienced players looking for a competitive outlet, please come out to these important tryouts and support the Club's effort to form the best teams possible! The Club has a long history with the Intercounty Tennis Association (ICTA), and has representation for Ladies Major, Ladies B & C teams, Mixed A & C teams, and a 55+ team.
