ZERO TOLERANCE RULES
1. No coach, player, parent or spectator will confront an official.





2. No coach, player, parent or spectator will question an umpire in anything but a calm and respectful manner.










3. No coach, player, parent or spectator will confront, ridicule, harass or taunt any player, coach, umpire or referee.









4. No coach, player, parent or spectator will use any foul language or gesture or make derogatory, inflammatory comments during, immediately proceeding or immediately after any sanctioned Mastic Sports Club event.






5. Only members of the Mastic Sports Club may be authorized to be utilized as coaches or assistant coaches of any team.








6. The coach of a team is ultimately responsible for the behavior of his/her players and their spectators. They must make every effort to diffuse any confrontation by having the parties involved walk away from the situation.






7. There is absolutely no alcohol or smoking permitted on the grounds. This includes all spectators and participants.









8. All coaches, players, parents and spectators will abide by the bylaws and rules of Mastic Sports Club, any affiliated organization and the laws of Suffolk County, NY State and any other appropriate jurisdiction.

THESE RULES WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED FOR THE SAFETY OF ALL.

Any coach, player, parent or spectator who infringes upon these rules WILL be removed from the game and/or be asked to immediately leave the area by the official of the game, commissioner, or a member of the board of directors. Failure to comply with that directive will cause the game in progress to cease and forfeit declared by the team the offender is affiliated with, whether they be a MSC member or not. It will also result in the suspension from the sport or club, to be determined by the board of directors.
