Meeting Minutes  

Second Booster Club Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 6:07 pm by President Margarida Birge.  

There was a request made by the president for a motion to approve the minutes from the 

September meeting as posted on the volleyball website.  The motion was made by Rhonda Brink and seconded by Debbie Collier.

Co-Treasurer Corey Gaskill  was unable to deliver a Treasurer’s Report citing an absence of deposit verifications from the McCallum bookkeeper.  Betty Rice reported her spreadsheet figures from ad sale income to be approximately $10887.00.  Corey added that he had not budgeted for income from the sales of the programs themselves, but after discussion it was determined that it was negligible. 

Margarida Birge called on the Committee Chairs to present their reports:

Rhonda Brink for Ref/Coach Food Committee – All dates are currently filled and there have been very favorable comments so far.  There was some discussion about the location and supply levels of utensils, serving pieces, etc.

Laryl Mannix for Team Food Committee – All dates are currently filled.  There was a brief explanation given for the benefit of the Freshman parents about the process.  It was reiterated that  the food should be picked up from Which-Wich and delivered to the school by 3:15 on away game days.

Kathleen Thelen for Ticket Sales – All dated are currently filled.  There was discussion regarding students/athletes getting free admittance to the volleyball games.  Coach Brodbeck reported having discussed the options with Mr. Garrison and will let us know the outcome.  Susan Stancliff brought up the possibility of producing t-shirts that announce volleyball game days to the students, similar to the Hendrickson tees, to improve attendance.

Jeanette for Concessions – There are still some outstanding shifts to be filled.  A sign-up sheet was passed around to fill those remaining.  It was reported that supplies were low for many items.  Margarida Birge indicated the food and drink items that were most popular.  There was discussion about whether to pay for the supplies from the profits to date or to ask for donations.  It was decided that the club would ask the teams for the same donation items as requested at the beginning of the season, and that Team Parents would email those requests to their respective teams.  Pizza sales were discussed, and Bob Green volunteered to investigate a new source for pizza and purchase it for the next game.

Amy Hur for Spirit – Signs have been made for home games.  Debra Marshall is once again providing the mini-volleyballs for the Varsity to throw out at home games.

There was a request made by Mike Watson for video material to be used for the DVD being produced for the banquet.  Coach Broadbeck reported that Varsity games are being filmed and those will be made available for the DVD production.

The Banquet date of December 9th was confirmed for Westwood Country Club.

The Coaches’ Report by Coach Brodbeck began with more discussion about free admission for students with ID.  She informed that group that the teams would be announced at the Pep Rally on Thursday at 3:45, with the Varsity players being introduced on the floor.  Coach Brodbeck went over the schedule for the Pflugerville Tourncy that the Freshman and JV teams will be participating in  this weekend.  She informed the parents that the Varsity team would be required to attend the Eastside game to support the Freshman and JV teams even though they had no opponent.  A few team member expressed interest in scouting Dripping Springs as they play at Crockett later that evening.  Some parent concerns about issues on the Freshman team were brought up and addressed.  Some Varsity parents questioned Coach Brodbeck regarding problems on the Varsity team and those were addressed as well.
