ADULT SOFTBALL BY-LAWS

ISSUED AUGUST 1, 2009
ARTICLE I - NAME

The name of this organization shall be The Millington Arts and Recreation Adult Co-Ed Softball League.

ARTICLE II - OBJECTIVES

The object of this program is to organize adult co-ed softball teams in the city of
            Millington and its surrounding area.
It is also the object of this program to stimulate and encourage team sports,
to foster a spirit of fair play, good fellowship and sportsmanship for the

            betterment of adult recreation sports in the city of Millington and its 
            surrounding area.

            The Millington Arts and Recreation Department’s director or his designate

            shall have the authority to approve or disapprove coaches and players.       

ARTICLE III - PLAYERS

1.
All teams shall have a roster of not more than 20 players at any one time. The age of all players will be 18 years or older.
2.
A team must have a minimum of 8 players (4 girls-4 guys) to start a game. You
            can not play with more guys than girls. You can play with more girls than guys. 

            A team may borrow two (2) players in good standing in this league during the regular season. The borrowed player(s) cannot fill the position of pitcher. 7 players or less at game time will result in a forfeit. You can only borrow to get up to 10 players. You can not borrow players to use as an EH.      

3.
Once signed with a team, no player may transfer to another team until his/her coach signs a release in the presence of the Field Director.

4.       In order to be eligible for the post season tournament, a player must play
during the regular season. No exceptions.

5. Once the tournament starts, rosters will be frozen. If a player is injured 

in the tournament, teams will have to play with whatever players are

listed on their rosters. There will be no additions.

6. In the event of an injury prior to or during the season, you can replace

the injured person on your team’s roster with another. Make sure you

make all changes with the Sports Coordinator first.

ARTICLE IV - UNIFORMS AND EQUIPMENT

1.
All players will wear matching shirts with sleeves and numbers. 

No tank tops or shirts of a similar nature are allowed. If headgear is
worn, it must be an appropriate type and in good taste.

2.
Teams are not allowed to wear any loose jewelry during games which

            may or may not include earrings, chains, etc…

3. No steel spikes are allowed.

4. The official ball for all slow-pitch will be ASA approved.

5. Millington Arts and Recreation will supply all game balls. All balls

must be returned to the umpires at the end of the game.       
ARTICLE V - RULES

1.
ASA rules shall apply to all leagues except as modified by local rules.
2. Time limit for all game will be one (1) hour and fifteen (15) minutes.
3. All batters will start with a 1-1 count.

4. If teams do not have enough players to field a team, there will be a ten (10)
minute grace period which is part of the game time. If a team does not have
enough players to start, the game will be forfeited after the 10 minute period.
5. Any games tied at the end of the time limit will be played out. Any inning started after the time limit will use the international tie breaker rule. 
6.
The mercy rule is 20 runs after 3, 15 after 4 and 10 runs after 5.
7.
A player must participate in at least three (3) league games (confirmed by the official scorebook) for the same team to be eligible for any playoff game.

8.
Rescheduling of rainouts, playoff games and/or any other postponed game will be the responsibility of the Millington Arts & Recreation Department.  

9.
The Field Director and/or Recreation Staff shall have the authority to suspend games or players for misconduct.

10.
Nobody under the age of 18 can be in the dugout or on the playing field when the adult leagues are playing their games.

11.
An official protest must be filed in writing to the Millington Arts and Recreation Director before 6:00 p.m. the day following the game (Saturday and Sunday excluded).  The Millington Arts & Recreation Offices are located at 7942 Church Rd at the Baker Community Center.  Office hours are 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday. A $50.00 fee must accompany the protest.  The fee will be refunded if the protest is upheld.  The protesting coach is to notify the umpire-in-chief at the POINT OF PROTEST, that the game is being continued under protest.  A record of the protest will then be made in the scorebook.  An umpire's judgment call cannot be protested and will be considered a final judgment.

Officials will be furnished by Millington Arts & Recreation.

13.
On any walk by a male batter (intentional or not) with less than 2 outs, the next batter, a woman, has to bat with the male batter walking to second base.  ONLY with 2 outs, does the female batter have the choice of walking or taking her position in the batter's box. 
14.      Home Run Rule: A team is allowed 3 home runs over the fence & then any ball
           hit over the fence automatically becomes a single. If the home run limit has been
           reached and base runners are present; those runners will also be awarded one base.
15.      Teams are allowed to use an EP. Basically this means that you can bat 12 players 
                       and any 10 of those can play defense as long as co-ed positioning is followed. The

                       batting order must be the same throughout the game

            16. 
Any team, player or coach in violation of the by-laws of this league could be                                 suspended from participation in future games or in further league play.   

17.
After league play begins, no refunds of entry fees will be made.

ARTICLE VI - TOURNAMENT

1.
A double elimination tournament will be played at the end of the season. The date of the tournament will be announced with the entire tournament to be played in 1 day with start time to be determined.

3.         The time limit will be in effect for all tournament games except the
            championship game(s). This game(s)will be 7 innings with no mercy rule.

4.     No team will be allowed to borrow players during tournament play.

5.     1st & 2nd place trophies will be awarded for season play and for the
             tournament.

ARTICLE VII - CONDUCT
            All players, coaches, officials and spectators are expected to conduct

            themselves in a sportsmanlike manner at all times. 

                        Any unbecoming behavior shall be grounds for disciplinary action. 

                        This behavior includes but is not limited to:

                        A)   The use of any form of alcoholic beverage or drug. This is 

                               strictly prohibited on the premises. Any individual (s) found in

                               possession or under the influence of these substances will be

                               reported to the proper authorities.

                         B)    No smoking on the playing fields or in the dugouts.

                         C)    No profanity. It will be considered a public nuisance at the 

                                 playing facility and reported to the proper authorities, if

                                 necessary. 

                         D)    Any rude conduct, offensive conduct or aggression towards

                                 another.  

                         The umpires, Sports Coordinator and/or Millington Arts and Recreation

                         Director can/will issue warnings for minor misconduct and can/will

                         expel persons or persons from the game, fields and/or the park for

                         repeated or major misconduct. 

                         We are all out here to have a good time and we will not allow anybody

                          to keep us from doing so. If we need to make an example out of you, 

                          we will.

                         We encourage everyone to come and watch their husbands and/or                  

                         wives, moms and dads, brothers and sisters. However, we must ask

                         that any children that come to watch are under adult supervision at

                         all times. We cannot have a child wandering around the fields and

                         in the dugouts and get struck by a ball or run over by an adult. 
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
