Parent’s Code of Conduct
Parents and Spectators do not disrupt the play of a ball game. Violations of the Code of Conduct will lead to suspension from watching or participating in activities at Mountain Ridge Park. Suspensions can be for one (1) game or for recurring incidents, the remainder of the season.

· Parents need to support officials, coaches and the league. Get to know the League Board members, they are there to answer any questions. Volunteer for the snack bar, Board of Directors or help maintain the fields. The league needs more than your monetary support.

· Encourage good sportsmanship and remember that the game is for the kids and let your actions show that idea. The use of foul language, taunting and fighting will be reasons for suspension from the park area. Be positive examples for our kids not an embarrassment.
· Don’t be afraid to ask questions. Every manager should be approachable and have answers for you. Go through the proper channels. Take time to educate yourselves about the game. Learn the rules that are specific to each Division. There are many publications available to help us understand what it takes to raise a young athlete today. There are titles posted on the league website @ www.mrll.org.  

· To encourage a true sporting environment for every child, please refrain from the use of any tobacco or alcohol for the duration of the time you are in the park to include any practices and games. Little League has a strict rule banning use of tobacco and alcohol during games and practices.
·  Do not let your children play on the trees. Many trees are being damaged due to children hanging on branches. Do not leave your kids unattended. Help keep our facility clean and throw away any trash. 
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
