· Refund requests dated by August 14, 2009 or earlier will be entitled to a 100% refund of Registration Fees. 

· Refund requests dated August 17, 2009 – August 21, 2009 will be entitled to a 50% refund of Registration Fees. 

· Refund requests dated August 24, 2009 or later will NOT receive a refund.

             Important Information and Dates for Parents and Guardians

Players/cheerleaders will not be allowed to participate in the season if they miss more than one week of August practices

Practice starts on August 3, 2009 at Underhill Field in Maplewood:

· August 3, 2009 – August 28, 2009, 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM

· Tackle and Cheerleading practice is Monday through Friday 

· Flag (football & cheer) will practice Monday through Thursday 6:00pm – 7:30pm, Tomcat Cheer will practice Monday – Thursday 6:00pm – 8:00pm.

· September 1, 2009 through the end of the season, 6:00 PM to 8:00 PM

· Flag Football ONLY and Flag Cheer ONLY practice is Tuesday & Thursday  6:00 –7:30pm 

· Tackle football & other Cheer squads practice is Tuesday and Thursday 6-8pm.. The need for a 3rd practice will be determined by the coaches (maximum practice time per week is 6 hours) 
· Please be considerate and pick up your child no later than 8:00 PM (the coaching staff cannot leave Underhill Field until all children have been picked up). NOTE: If you are habitually late picking up your child (3 times) your child will be suspended from ONE game for each late pickup.  If you are unable to pick up your child, please make arrangements with a teammate’s parent for a ride home. We thank you in advance for being considerate of the coaching staff.

· Each child must practice a minimum of 4 hours during the week to be eligible to play in that week’s game.
· All games are played on SUNDAY. Approximately half of the games will be at Underhill Field and the other half will be played at the opponents’ field. If you are unable to take your child to an away game, please contact the TEAM PARENT for your child’s team to arrange for a ride. Games are played in age order, with Flag going first.

ORIENTATION: Parent orientation will be Saturday August 1, 2009 at Underhill Field from 10-11am.  

CERTIFICATION:  Certification will take place in late August for the football players at Underhill Field. At that time players will be assigned to their respective teams.  Your child’s ORIGINAL BIRTH CERTIFICATE (OR PASSPORT) IS REQUIRED TO BE VIEWED AT CERTIFICATION.

ADULT CONDUCT ACKNOWLEDGMENT - Pop Warner League/Conference Bylaw Addition
Adult Behavior:

1. At any Pop Warner event, practice or competition, any adult who:  1) verbally abuses; 2) attempts to intimidate; 3) is flagrantly rude, or 4) cannot control their language or actions with an official, coach or Pop Warner volunteer will be asked to leave the Pop Warner event.  He or she will receive a written warning regarding their behavior.  His or her child (ren) will be immediately removed from the Pop Warner event.

2. Any adult that commits a second similar offense will be banned from Pop Warner events for the remainder of that season and their child (ren) removed from Pop Warner for the remainder of the season.  Association will refund registration monies pro-rated on the percentage of the season remaining.

3. Any adult who physically assaults an official, coach or Pop Warner volunteer will be banned from Pop Warner and their child (ren) removed from the Pop Warner program for one year from the date of the offense. The child(ren) may not participate in another Pop Warner Association during the sanction period.  After one year, the parent may apply for re-instatement of his or her child (ren).  If the adult commits a second offense, he or she will be permanently banned from Pop Warner and the child (ren) permanently removed from Pop Warner.

The term physical assault includes, but is not limited to:  hitting, slapping, pushing, spitting, kicking or striking in any way with any part of the body or any physical implement.

Work Bond Requirements and Refund Procedure

The $100.00 Work Bond that is required as part of the Registration Packet has been implemented to encourage participation in the Packer organization.  The $100.00 Work Bond that we have collected will be deposited into a Maplewood / South Orange Packer non-interest bearing account and will be held until the season has been concluded. The refund of this $100.00 Work Bond will occur when ALL of the following requirements have been satisfied.

1) You must work at three (3) home games for approximately 2 hours per game for a total commitment of approximately six (6) hours. Please refer to page 3 section “Games and Competition” for the various functions that will qualify towards the Work Bond obligation.  

2) You must also return your child(s) uniform and equipment. The equipment manager will secure parent/guardian signature to acknowledge issuance/receipt of the uniform and/or equipment. This acknowledgement MUST be signed by the manager that issues/accepts your child(s) uniform and equipment.

3) You must request in writing (either mail or email) before the next season begins that you would like the Work Bond refunded. 
If you have NOT satisfied conditions 1 and 2 above, then your WORK BOND will NOT be refunded and will be retained by the Maplewood / South Orange Packers.  Additionally, it is understood and acknowledged that if I do NOT return all uniform(s) and equipment as specified in #2 above, that I will be subject to a$300.00 uniform/equipment replacement fee and agree to pay this fee promptly.

By signing this form, I understand and accept that all parents must participate in the organization and I agree to participate on a committee and/or game day operations as needed.  Registration Packets will not be complete without this acknowledgment.

Parents
