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8 & UNDER RULES FOR 2009
1. The coach pitcher must stay in a direct line between home plate and the pitching rubber while pitching.

2. Coach pitcher must throw overhanded, no kneeling or pitching from the knees

3. If a batted ball hits the coach pitcher, the ball is dead, the pitch counts and no runners advance. Exception: On the sixth pitch, the batter will hit again.

4. The player fielding the pitching position must be to the left or right and a little behind the coach pitcher, but within the area that would normally be considered the pitching mound.

5. The batter is out after failing to hit the ball in play after six pitches or three strikes.

6. The entire roster of players present for the game shall bat. Free substitution on defense.

7. Runners must remain in contact with the base until the ball is hit. Penalty: The player will be called out by the umpire.

8. Players will not be allowed to wear jewelry on the field. Exception: Medical ID.
9. Coaches will not be permitted on the defensive field of play. (Exception: Coach-Pitcher).

10. Ten (10) players shall be used defensively.

11. Games shall consist of 6 innings.

12. There will be 5 runs per inning, for the first 5 innings. Inning 6 is unlimited. Do not move the unlimited Inning up.

13. There will be a 10 run mercy rule after 3 ½  Innings if home team is ahead, and 4 Innings if vistors are ahead.

14. Coach Pitcher must leave the field of play once the ball is hit. If the coach Pitcher interferes with the fielders attempt to make a play, the play is dead and the lead runner will be called out.

15. All player must play at least 3 defensive Innings, and bat 1 time.

16. Stopping play: When the ball is in the control of an infielder  and in the umpire’s judgement all play has ceased, the umpire will call time. All runners must be stopped by the defensive player.

17. Defensive play at home should be made by the Catcher or Pitcher.
