The Congressional Budget
Office says some $209 billion
goes for food stamps and other
nutrition programs compared
with $35 billion for agricultural

commodity programs.

It is also about producing
renewable energy through etha-
nol and other biofuels to help us
break away from high priced for-
eign oil. That's why its official title
is the Food, Conservation and
Energy Act.

It is because the Farm Bill is
so necessary and so far reaching
that it passed Congress with over-
whelming support and why the
President's veto was over ridden
on a vote of 82 to 13 in the Senate

and 316 to 108 in the House.
