did not have grass." Continuing,
Baxter adds, "after reading the
proposal and talking with Ryan

themselves as a community that
will support amateur baseball and
the mission of the NBA well into
the future."

The NBA visited Dunlap Field
in mid-June and found over 20
volunteers working installing an
infield irrigation system, grading
and crowning the field, installing
field turf, and constructing the
pitchers mound.

Who will be competing in the
State Championships? The top
two winners in each State Re-
gional tournament held the week-
end prior advance to the Final
Four in Cairo.

Class A State Regional Sites are
held in Crete and Hastings Au-
gust 4-5. Class B State Regional
Sites are held in Schuyler and
Hartington August 4-5.

Fans attending the Home Run
Derby and Final Four will see
some of the best amateur base-
ball competition in the state. The
State Tournament is wood bat and
fans will get to watch stars from
the past, present, and up-and-
coming athletes compete.

West Nile Reported in Hall Co.
A new case of West Nile virus

was reported to the Nebraska De-
partment of Health and Human
Services (DHHS) last week. The
case involved a man between the
ages of 26 and 50 in Hall County.

West Nile is transmitted
through the bite of a mosquito
that has picked up the virus by
feeding on an infected bird.

“A lot of people are spending
time outdoors now,” said Dr.
Annette Bredthauer, the state’s
public health veterinarian. “Ev-
eryone should take precautions
against mosquitoes. It only takes
one bite to infect you.”

This week a pool of mosquitoes

from Cherry County tested posi-
tive for West Nile virus. The first
mosquitoes to test positive in the
state were found in Holt County
last month.

DHHS tests mosquitoes and
birds to determine the level of vi-
rus in the state.

To avoid mosquito bites, DHHS
recommends:

Applying mosquito repellent
containing DEET, picaridin or oil
of lemon eucalyptus;

Wearing long-sleeved shirt,
pants and socks;

Avoiding going out at dawn
and dusk when mosquitoes are
most active; and

Eliminating standing water to
reduce mosquito breeding sites.
