All-Star Team Format
Manager Selection Process:

All-star team managers are volunteer positions. If more than one coach volunteers to manage the team, manager selection is made by popular vote among coaches attending the March coaches meeting.

Team Selection:

There are two tryout dates for the All-star team at each age level. While some managers may place pitching and defensive skills as a top priority, others may choose to place hitting and offensive skills as selection criteria.  There may be times when several kids are closely matched in talent.  Often the manager has a difficult task in his selection process because of this.  Ultimately it is the manager's final decision to pick his team based on the skills he thinks he needs to be competitive.

Practice fields/times:

Northeast baseball works closely with the all star team managers to provide fields and practice times.  The team manager may hold practices in one location at a given time, or practice at several fields and different times based on his availability.  Please remain flexible.

Cost:

There is a nominal cost involved for team members to compete with the All-star team.  Uniforms are to be purchased by parents with checks made payable to Northeast baseball and given to your team manager.  Northeast baseball pays for umpire fees, baseballs and up to $500.00 per team for tournament play.[image: image1.png]
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
