         Best programs in country.



Have 8-11 scholarships over a 4 year period.



Usually divided into thirds or two-third grants.



Coaches look for players who are pro prospects



Pitchers RHP-upper 80’s/low 90’s     LHP- low-mid 80’s



Position Players- under 7.0 in 60-yard dash/great arm/power/average



We have had 16 players get a D 1 scholarship


Division II



State supported schools or private schools/ ASHLAND, FINDLAY/



GRAND VALLEY STATE, HILLSDALE, WAYNE STATE



Only 2 schools in Ohio-many in Michigan and Pa



4-8 scholarships over 4 years.



Players who are a little slower than and not as big as D 1.



Players who are overlooked by big schools.



Many go on to play pro ball


Division III



Private schools-Wittenberg, Ohio Weselyn, Ohio Northern, John Carroll, Wooster



Most schools in Ohio are Division III



No athletic scholarships



All money based on Financial Need or academic scholarship


Nationally ranked programs as good as D 1 except for depth in pitching.

Transfer is not a dirty word


Many parents are afraid of having their kids transfer-it is not a bad thing to do. If your son wants to go to a private school to give baseball a chance, finds out he is not playing-he can always transfer to a state school to graduate and pay less money. My son was going to go to Wittenberg and he would have transferred to a state school if he had been able to play. Also it is easier to start at the private school to try sports than vice versa. I do have one player Brock Gankosky who was cut twice at BGSU before transferring to Heidelberg where he has been All-Conference for 2 years.
