· Serve as dorm monitors.  You will sweep the dorms at times specified during your orientation.
· You should never be in the room of a camper of the opposite sex.

· You may go off campus if necessary, but only when you do not have an assigned duty.  You must let Coach Robinson, Ms. Valli or Coach Sitton know where you are going and who is going with you.
· DO NOT allow any camper to ride with you or go off campus for any reason.

· If a runner has a medical emergency and is not breathing, call 911.  If there is an emergency of any type, call Coach Robinson at 770-598-6035. Coach Ron Clanton at 678-222-8543
