      Mascot Program Policies and Procedures

1. The goal is to have fun while teaching the fundamentals of cheerleading.

 

2. Mascots must be in first, second, or third grade.

 

3. Each V/JV cheerleading team will have no more than 10 mascots (will be assigned on a first come-first serve basis).

 

4. The Mascot program will be lead by designated coaches approved by the NRYFL Board of Directors.

 

5. Coaches will run separate practices specifically designed for the Mascot program.

 

6. Program will have one coach/asst. coach/team parent for every fifteen mascots.

 

7. Mascots may attend assigned team practices at V/JV team coaches' discretion.

 

8. Mascots will attend/cheer at games of the assigned team.

9. Mascots will practice one hour before game time with their assigned team.

 

10. Maximum stunt skill level for the Mascot Program will be below prep level.

 

11. Mascots may exhibit at the annual CAYFL cheer competition with CAYFL approval.
