Non-Competitive Cheerleading Team Guidelines
NRYFL non-competitive cheerleading teams are less demanding than the competitive teams. This is more suitable to those that are in multiple sports/activities and cannot commit to the level needed for the competitive teams. Before becoming a member, cheerleaders and parents must agree to the following:

1. Non-Competitive cheerleaders will cheer at NRYFL football games with the competitive cheerleaders of the same age group.

2. Non-Competitive cheerleaders will NOT compete at Cape Ann Youth League annual cheerleading competition.

3. Non-Competitive cheerleaders will have 2-3 practices per week at the start of the season in August.

4. Non-Competitive cheerleaders will have 1 practice per week starting in September (this may only be before game time at coaches discretion).

5. Non-Competitive cheerleaders will practice one hour before game time with their team.

6. ALL non-competitive cheerleading practices and games are mandatory.

7. Non-Competitive cheerleaders will be responsible to purchase the following items:

a. team warm up suit

b. game bow

c. sneakers

d. appropriate undergarments

8. Non Competitive Cheerleaders will adhere to the dress code policies.

9. Non Competitive Cheerleaders are responsible for fundraising.
